Classical asset allocation models built around long-term historical relationships are
incompatible with a typical client's investment horizon. Structural and secular changes in the
global economy influence returns, risk, and correlations among asset classes (e.g. secular
trends in inflation, higher sustainable equilibrium economic growth rates). These classical
models employ Markowitz mean variance optimization, incorporating as many years of
history as is available in order to provide a robust data sample of past outcomes. Therefore
the variance/covariance matrix is built upon a distribution giving equal weight to all past data
past historical data. Using this approach, one would assume that the average historical return
for each asset class is the best estimate for the future return. It also assumes that the equal
historical correlations and volatility data are also the best representation of future
expectations.

The assumption of a perpetual holding period also results in forecasts that have no link to
current market valuation (e.g. a long term bond forecast of 7% in an environment where
available yields are only 4.5%. The price of the bond would have to decrease by 12.5% to
result in a YTM of 7% at an assumed duration of effective duration of 5. This required price
drop is ignored in most traditional models.)
* Other common problems associated with models relying purely on mean variance
optimization include:

o Assumption of normally distributed returns (equal chance of gain and loss).

o Assumes correlations and volatility characteristics are stable over time

o Produces non-intuitive results (asset class domination)

o Outcome highly sensitive to changes in assumptions for return, risk,

correlations.

The RAM asset allocation process is designed to overcome the limitations of classical
mean/variance optimization. The guiding philosophy of our approach to asset management is
grounded firmly in the belief that portfolios should be constructed on a foundation of sound
fundamental forecasts, and that quantitative tools should be the primary engine to translate this
information into efficient portfolio structures.

Our return, risk, and correlation estimates are built upon our strategic capital market forecasts
By defining the strategic horizon as a rolling forward 3 to 5 year holding period, we are able to
incorporate current market valuation and trend parameters into our return, risk, and correlation
forecasts via valuation models and statistical weighting techniques. Best fit portfolios are
subjected to a rigorous GARCH simulation process that tests portfolios against several
realistic and extreme scenarios. This ensures that we can produce a comprehensive array of
scenario analyses and stress tests that provide insight into the actual shape and magnitude of
the return distribution. Based on these, the desired portfolio return, risk, skewness and
kurtosis characteristics can be targeted through a proprietary asset substitution methodology.

The quantitative screening process is applied against a broad universe of US listed and over-
the-counter stocks. In the first stage, the universe of stocks is subjected to a filtering process
in which minimum standards for liquidity, profitability, financial strength, and availability of
historical data are set. Only the companies meeting the minimum criteria for all of the screens
are included for further analysis. In the second stage of the quantitative screening process,
key valuation ratios are calculated for each of the stocks that met the initial screening criteria.
In total, 12 key ratios (factors) are calculated for each company. For a given stock, the value
for each of the twelve ratios is ranked into decile scores against the entire working universe.
The ratios are grouped into three broad categories, or sub-composites - cash flow based
enterprise value, relative value, and earnings momentum/surprise. The sub-composite values
are then back-tested and weighted based on their predictive ability. The weighted
sub-composite scores are then summed to create an overall composite score for each stock.
Each stock is then grouped into SIC sectors

Fundamental reviews are performed on stocks identified as attractive according to the
quantitative model to see if they qualify for addition to the portfolio. Portfolio holdings are
also consistently monitored on a quantitative and fundamental basis. Fundamental criteria
include:

as to avoid (i) serving their own personal interests ahead of clients, (ii)
taking inappropriate advantage of their position with the firm and (iii) any
actual or potential conflicts of interest or any abuse of their position of
trust and responsibility.

The Code is designed to ensure that the high ethical standards long
maintained by Roda Asset Management continue to be applied. The
purpose of the Code is to preclude activities which may lead to or give the
appearance of conflicts of interest, insider trading and other forms of
prohibited or unethical business conduct. The excellent name and
reputation of our firm continues to be a direct reflection of the conduct of
each employee.

Pursuant to Section 206 of the Advisers Act, both Roda Asset Management
and its employees are prohibited from engaging in fraudulent, deceptive or
manipulative conduct. Compliance with this section involves more than
acting with honesty and good faith alone. It means that the Roda Asset
Management has an affirmative duty of utmost good faith to act solely in
the best interest of its clients.

Roda Asset Management and its employees are subject to the following
specific fiduciary obligations when dealing with clients:

» The duty to have a reasonable, independent basis for the investment
advice provided;

» The duty to obtain best execution for a client's transactions where the
Firm is in a position to direct brokerage transactions for the client;

* The duty to ensure that investment advice is suitable to meeting the
client's individual objectives, needs and circumstances; and

» A duty to be loyal to clients.

In meeting its fiduciary responsibilities to its clients, Roda Asset
Management expects every employee to demonstrate the highest
standards of ethical conduct for continued employment with Roda Asset
Management. Strict compliance with the provisions of the Code shall be
considered a basic condition of employment with Roda Asset Management.
Roda Asset Management's reputation for fair and honest
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dealing with its clients has taken considerable time to build. This standing
could be seriously damaged as the result of even a single securities
transaction being considered questionable in light of the fiduciary duty
owed to our clients. Employees are urged to seek the advice of David
Roda, the Chief Compliance Officer, for any questions about the Code or
the application of the Code to their individual circumstances. Employees
should also understand that a material breach of the provisions of the
Code may constitute grounds for disciplinary action, including termination
of employment with Roda Asset Management.

The provisions of the Code are not all-inclusive. Rather, they are intended as a guide for
employees of Roda Asset Management in their conduct. In those situations where an
employee may be uncertain as to the intent or purpose of the Code, he/she is advised to
consult with David Roda. David Roda may grant exceptions to certain provisions
contained in the Code only in those situations when it is clear beyond dispute that the
interests of our clients will not be adversely affected or compromised. All questions
arising in connection with personal securities trading should be resolved in favor of the
client even at the expense of the interests of employees.

David Roda will periodically report to senior management/board of
directors of Roda Asset Management to document compliance with this
Code.

Standards of Business Conduct -

Roda Asset Management places the highest priority on maintaining its
reputation for integrity and professionalism. That reputation is a vital
business asset. The confidence and trust placed in our firm and it's
employees by our clients is something we value and endeavor to protect.
The following Standards of Business Conduct sets forth policies and
procedures to achieve these goals. This Code is intended to comply with
the various provisions of the Advisers Act and also requires that all
supervised persons comply with the various applicable provisions of the
Investment Company Act of 1940, as amended, the Securities Act of
1933, as amended, the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended, and
applicable rules and regulations adopted by the Securities and Exchange
Commission (“SEC").

Section 204A of the Advisers Act requires the establishment and enforcement of policies
and procedures reasonably designed to prevent the misuse of material, nonpublic
information by investment advisers. Such policies and procedures are contained in this
Code. The Code also contains policies and procedures with respect to personal securities
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transactions of all Roda Asset Management's supervised persons as
defined herein. These procedures cover transactions in a reportable
security in which a supervised person has a beneficial interest in or
accounts over which the supervised person exercises control as well as
transactions by members of the supervised person's immediate family.

Section 206 of the Advisers Act makes it unlawful for Roda Asset Management or its
agents or employees to employ any device, scheme or artifice to defraud any client or
prospective client, or to engage in fraudulent, deceptive or manipulative practices. This
Code contains provisions that prohibit these and other enumerated activities and that are
reasonably designed to detect and prevent violations of the Code, the Advisers Act and
rules thereunder.

Prohibition Against Insider Trading
Introduction

Trading securities while in possession of material, nonpublic information,
or improperly communicating that information to others may expose
supervised persons and Roda Asset Management to stringent penalties.
Criminal sanctions may include a fine of up to $1,000,000 and/or ten
years imprisonment. The SEC can recover the profits gained or losses
avoided through the illegal trading, impose a penalty of up to three times
the illicit windfall, and/or issue an order permanently barring you from the
securities industry. Finally, supervised persons and Roda Asset
Management may be sued by investors seeking to recover damages for
insider trading violations.

The rules contained in this Code apply to securities trading and
information handling by supervised persons of Roda Asset Management
and their immediate family members.

The law of insider trading is unsettled and continuously developing. An
individual legitimately may be uncertain about the application of the rules
contained in this Code in a particular circumstance.

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General Policy

No supervised person may trade, either personally or on behalf of others

Personal Securities Transactions

General Policy

Roda Asset Management has adopted the following principles governing

personal investment activities by Roda Asset Management's supervised

» The interests of client accounts will at all times be placed first;

« All personal securities transactions will be conducted in such manner as
to avoid any actual or potential conflict of interest or any abuse of an
individual's position of trust and responsibility; and

Gifts and Entertainment

Giving, receiving or soliciting gifts in a business setting may create an
appearance of impropriety or may raise a potential conflict of interest.

Protecting the Confidentiality of Client Information
Confidential Client Information

In the course of investment advisory activities of Roda Asset Management,
the firm gains access to non-public information about its clients. Such
information may include a person's status as a client, personal financial
and account information, the allocation of assets in a client portfolio, the
composition of investments in any client portfolio, information relating to
services performed for or transactions entered into on behalf of clients,
advice provided by Roda Asset Management to clients, and data or
analyses derived from such non-public personal information (collectively
referred to as "Confidential Client Information"). All Confidential Client
Information, whether relating to Roda Asset Management's current or
former clients, is subject to the Code's policies and procedures. Any
doubts about the confidentiality of information must be resolved in favor
of confidentiality.

Non-Disclosure Of Confidential Client Information

All information regarding Roda Asset Management's clients is confidential.
Information may only be disclosed when the disclosure is consistent with
the firm's policy and the client's direction. Roda Asset Management does
not share Confidential Client Information with any third parties, except in
the following circumstances:

As necessary to provide service that the client requested or authorized, or to maintain
and service the client's account. Roda Asset Management will require that any financial
intermediary, agent or other service provider utilized by Roda Asset Management
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« (such as broker-dealers or sub-advisers) comply with substantially
similar standards for non-disclosure and protection of Confidential
Client Information and use the information provided by Roda Asset
Management only for the performance of the specific service requested
by Roda Asset Management;

« As required by regulatory authorities or law enforcement officials who
have jurisdiction over Roda Asset Management, or as otherwise
required by any applicable law. In the event Roda Asset Management
is compelled to disclose Confidential Client Information, the firm shall
provide prompt notice to the clients affected, so that the clients may
seek a protective order or other appropriate remedy. If no protective
order or other appropriate remedy is obtained, Roda Asset
Management shall disclose only such information, and only in such
detail, as is legally required;

« To the extent reasonably necessary to prevent fraud, unauthorized
transactions or liability.

Employee Responsibilities

All supervised persons are prohibited, either during or after the
termination of their employment with Roda Asset Management, from
disclosing Confidential Client Information to any person or entity outside
the firm, including family members, except under the circumstances
described above. A supervised person is permitted to disclose Confidential
Client Information only to such other supervised persons who need to have
access to such information to deliver the Roda Asset Management's
services to the client.

Supervised persons are also prohibited from making unauthorized copies
of any documents or files containing Confidential Client Information and,
upon termination of their employment with Roda Asset Management, must
return all such documents to Roda Asset Management.

Any supervised person who violates the non-disclosure policy described
above will be subject to disciplinary action, including possible termination,
whether or not he or she benefited from the disclosed information.
Security Of Confidential Personal Information

Roda Asset Management enforces the following policies and procedures to
protect the security of Confidential Client Information:

Real estate exposure is achieved via ETFs, REITs, closed end funds, or mutual funds.  Commodities exposure is accomplished primarily through Exchange traded notes and exchange traded funds.  Commodities futures and options on commodities futures may also be used.  For accredited investors, hedge fund exposure is achieved via direct investment in hedge fund limited partnerships.  For offshore investors, offshore hedge funds are used. Asset Allocation Methodology
Guiding Tenets
Classical asset allocation models built around long-term historical relationships are incompatible with a typical client's investment horizon.  Structural and secular changes in the global economy influence returns, risk, and correlations among asset classes (e.g. secular trends in inflation, higher sustainable equilibrium economic growth rates).  These classical models employ Markowitz mean variance optimization, incorporating as many years of history as is available in order to provide a robust data sample of past outcomes.  Therefore the variance/covariance matrix is built upon a distribution giving equal weight to all past data past historical data.  Using this approach, one would assume that the average historical return for each asset class is the best estimate for the future return.  It also assumes that the equal  historical correlations and volatility data are also the best representation of future expectations.
 
The assumption of a perpetual holding period also results in forecasts that have no link to current market valuation (e.g.  a long term bond forecast of 7% in an environment where available yields are only 4.5%. The price of the bond would have to decrease by 12.5% to result in a YTM of 7% at an assumed duration of effective duration of 5.  This required price drop is ignored in most traditional models.)
· Other common problems associated with models relying purely on mean variance optimization include:  
o Assumption of normally distributed returns (equal chance of gain and loss). 
o Assumes correlations and volatility characteristics are stable over time
o Produces non-intuitive results (asset class domination)
o Outcome highly sensitive to changes in assumptions for return, risk, correlations.
 
The RAM asset allocation process is designed to overcome the limitations of classical mean/variance optimization.  The guiding philosophy of our approach to asset management is grounded firmly in the belief that portfolios should be constructed on a foundation of sound fundamental forecasts, and that quantitative tools should be the primary engine to translate this information into efficient portfolio structures.

	Text23: Thus, our portfolios always targets a specific expected outcome.  As our strategic expectations evolve over time, the composition of the strategic portfolio must evolve as well.  We also recognize that the unexpected should always be expected and planned for.  Therefore all portfolios must be tested against a broad array of possible market outcomes as well atypical shocks in order to understand how the portfolio might react if the base forecast proves to be inaccurate.  
  
Our return, risk, and correlation estimates are built upon our strategic capital market forecasts   By defining the strategic horizon as a rolling forward 3 to 5 year holding period, we are able to incorporate current market valuation and trend parameters into our return, risk, and correlation forecasts via valuation models and statistical weighting techniques.  Best fit portfolios are subjected to a rigorous GARCH simulation process that tests portfolios against several realistic and extreme scenarios.  This ensures that we can produce a comprehensive array of scenario analyses and stress tests that provide insight into the actual shape and magnitude of the return distribution.  Based on these, the desired portfolio return, risk, skewness and kurtosis characteristics can be targeted through a proprietary asset substitution methodology.

RAM employs a proprietary equity selection process that combines quantitative screening techniques with fundamental ratio analysis.  The investment discipline seeks to target companies with durable, consistent and accelerating growth potential that are selling at a reasonable price relative to companies with similar growth and financial strength trends.  We apply a robust valuation discipline to ensure that companies purchased and held trade at a discount to peers, the market, or our estimate of their intrinsic value.   The discipline can best be described as GARP (Growth at a Reasonable Price).

	Text29: The quantitative screening process is applied against a broad universe of US listed and over- the-counter stocks.  In the first stage, the universe of stocks is subjected to a fiItering process in which minimum standards for liquidity, profitability, financial strength, and availability of historical data are set.  Only the companies meeting the minimum criteria for all of the screens are included for further analysis.  In the second stage of the quantitative screening process, key valuation ratios are calculated for each of the stocks that met the initial screening criteria.  In total, 12 key ratios (factors) are calculated for each company.  For a given stock, the value for each of the twelve ratios is ranked into decile scores against the entire working universe.   The ratios are grouped into three broad categories, or sub-composites  - cash flow based enterprise value, relative value, and earnings momentum/surprise.  The sub-composite values are then back-tested  and weighted based on their predictive ability.  The weighted sub-composite scores are then summed to create an overall composite score for each stock.  Each stock is then grouped into SIC sectors
 
Fundamental reviews are performed on stocks identified as attractive according to the quantitative model to see if they qualify for addition to the portfolio.  Portfolio holdings are also consistently monitored on a quantitative and fundamental basis.  Fundamental criteria include:
· Profitability and returns on capital, and opportunities for improvement
· Earnings quality and potential for profits surprises
· Competitive dynamics including market share positioning, brand equity, barriers to entry, etc.
· Leverage and dividend policies
· Management
· Other company or industry specific criteria.
Relative and absolute equity portfolio risk is controlled via sector tilting (top down determination of overweight and underweight percentages versus benchmark S&P 500 in each sector).  Adequate diversification is achieved through internal policies regarding security and industry concentrations.  Portfolio volatility , value-at-risk and other risk measures are regularly monitored to facilitate the risk budgeting and management decisions.  Covered call option writing and protective option put purchases may be implemented to enhance returns or to reduce downside risk.

The Code is designed to ensure that the high ethical standards long maintained by Roda Asset Management continue to be applied. The excellent name and reputation of our firm continues to be a direct reflection of the conduct of each employee.
Pursuant to Section 206 of the Advisers Act, both Roda Asset Management and its employees are prohibited from engaging in fraudulent, deceptive or manipulative conduct. Compliance with this section involves more than acting with honesty and good faith alone. It means that the Roda Asset Management has an affirmative duty of utmost good faith to act solely in the best interest of its clients.
