 We maintain communication with portfolio companies in a number of ways.  All private companies in the portfolio are required to provide financial statements on a monthly basis.  (For public companies, public reported quarterly financials are used.)  The portfolio manager reviews the reported numbers and contacts the company regarding any material inconsistencies when compared to projections presented at underwriting.
 
In addition to monthly financial reporting, the portfolio managers stay in contact with  portfolio companies with periodic verbal communication.  At a minimum, all portfolio companies are contacted for an operational and financial update on a quarterly basis, with a memo of that conversation placed in both the on-line and paper files.  This schedule is enforced by referring to the date of last communication information in the Portfolio Management spreadsheet.  The notes from these calls are typed up and added to the credit file.  Quarterly calls are the minimum requirement.  Any company that is experiencing difficulty will be contacted on a monthly basis either by phone or by email for more timely, real time updates.
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
