The Funds include domestic partnerships organized  under Delaware law (“domestic Funds”) and offshore companies that are organized under the law of the Cayman Islands (“offshore Funds”).  Each of the Funds is a part of either the “Savitr Peak Energy” group of related funds (the “SPE Funds”) or the “Beaver Creek” group of related funds (the “BC Funds”).  Each of the Funds referenced above are part of a Master Feeder Structure.  After registration as an investment adviser with the Securities and Exchange Commission, Savitr expect to also manage one or more separately managed accounts.
 
Savitr's investment strategy for the SPE Funds generally focuses on investing in equity structure of companies with an intended focus on renewable and clean energy.  Savitr's investment strategy for the BC Funds is a non-diversified approach centered on up to four themes, on a “best ideas” basis.  Both strategies are global in approach. 	Text19:  Code of Ethics:
 
 
Savitr has adopted a code of ethics (the "Code") setting forth a standard of business conduct expected of each of it's Supervised Person.  The Code of Ethics is predicated on the principle that Savitr owes a fiduciary duty to it's clients.  Accordingly, Savitr Supervised Persons must avoid activities, interests and relationship that run contrary to the best interests of its clients.  The code sets forth Savitr's requirement that each Supervised Person place the interests of a client ahead of his or her own; not his or her position with Savitr for personal advantage at the expense of a client; and comply with federal securities laws.
 
The code includes personal trading policy that requires Supervised Persons to pre-clear and to report securities transactions and requires us to review those reports.    
 
 
The code also sets forth policies and procedures for avoidance of trading on the basis of material non public information in violation of the federal securities laws and for avoidance of manipulative trading or conduct.
 
To reduce the risk of conflicts of interest, we limit the participation of Supervised Persons in the activities of other for-profit companies.
 
The Code sets forth our guidelines with respect to both the receipt and giving of gifts and entertainment and generally prohibits the giving or receipt of gifts that are excessive or lavish.  We require reporting of gifts and entertainment in excess of $100 in value.
 
The Code requires Supervised Persons to report violations of its terms and requires us to receive acknowledgement from each Supervised Person that he or she has received a copy of the Code.

	Text21:  The Funds generally requires a minimum investment of $5 million.  Savitr expects that the minimum investment required to open a separately management account will be higher.
  
Brokerage
 
Savitr selects securities broker-dealers to execute transactions for clients and other counterparties and financial intermediaries who provide services for the benefit of clients.
 
Savitr considers a number of factors in selecting broker-dealers.  These include the quality of and timeliness of executions, financial stability, responsiveness and cost as well as the nature and quality of Brokerage Services, Research Services and Other Services that a broker-dealer provides. 
 
Commissions  paid to broker-dealers are used to purchase “Brokerage Services”, “Research Services” and “Other Services”, each as further described below and in the Memoranda. 
 
“Brokerage Services” will be services that are within the safe harbor from liability created by Section 28(e) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended (“Exchange Act”) and may include, but are not limited to, services related to the execution, clearing and settlement of securities transactions and functions incidental thereto (i.e. connectivity services between an investment adviser and a broker-dealer and other relevant parties such as custodians); trading software operated by a broker-dealer to route orders; software that provides trade analytics and trading strategies; software used to transmit orders; clearance and settlement in connection with a trade; electronic communication of allocation instructions; routing settlement instructions; post trade matching of trade information; and services required by the SEC or a self regulatory organization such as comparison services, electronic confirms or trade affirmations.
 
“Research Services” will be services within the safe harbor from liability created by Section 28(e) of the Exchange Act and may include, but are not limited to, research reports (including market research); certain financial newsletters and trade journals; software providing analysis of securities portfolios; corporate governance research and rating services; attendance at certain seminars and conferences; discussions with research analysts; meetings with corporate executives; consultants' advice on portfolio strategy; data services (including services

	Text23: providing market data, company financial data and economic data); advice from brokers on execution; and certain proxy services.
 
“Other Services” are not within the scope of safe harbor created by Section 28(e), and include computer hardware, IT services and client relationship management (CRM) software.
(“Computer Hardware and Related Products and Services”).  The estimated additional cost of brokerage commission attributable to the purchase of Computer Hardware and Related Products and Services will not exceed $100,000 per calendar year.
 
The use of brokerage commissions to purchase Other Services is a benefit to Savitr as it otherwise it would be required to use its resources to pay for Computer Hardware and Related Products, if it decided to purchase them. 
 
The use of brokerage commissions to pay for Research Services and for Other Services creates a conflict between the interests of clients in minimizing brokerage commissions and Savitr's interest in brokerage commission being sufficient to pay for Research Services and Other Services that it wishes to acquire.
 
Use of brokerage commissions to purchase Research Services benefits Savitr to the extent that it would otherwise incur the cost of purchasing such services.  
 
The use of brokerage commissions to purchase Research Services and Non-Research Services as well as Brokerage Services is expected to mean that clients will pay higher levels of commissions than if only Brokerage Services were being purchased.  From time to time, Savitr reviews the commissions that it pays to broker-dealers in relation to the value of Brokerage Services and Research Services that those broker-dealer provide to determine whether the commissions are reasonable.  
 
Research Services purchased in this fashion are expected generally to benefit each client but are not expected to benefit all clients equally or necessarily in proportion to their payment of brokerage commissions.

	Text27:  Bunching orders
 
Savitr often combines or "bunches" orders of clients into a single transaction with the broker-dealer in order to seek more favorable terms.  When a “bunched” order is executed at more than one price over the course of a day, the executed transactions will be allocated so that each client receives the average unit price and bears its pro rata share of transaction costs.  Savitr has allocation policies and procedures that have been designed to address conflicts of interests that may arise due to the bunching of orders.
Allocation
There are no restrictions on the ability of Savitr to manage accounts of  clients following the same or different investment objective, philosophy and strategy as those used for the SPE Funds and/or the BC Funds.   Savitr generally allocates scarce investment opportunities among its clients based on relative assets under management, but may modify the allocation based upon available cash or other considerations.  In the event that a determination is made that one or more of the Funds and another client of Savitr and its affiliates should trade in the same investments on the same day, such investments will be allocated between the Fund and other accounts in a manner that Savitr determine in its discretion, provided that Savitr will endeavor to treat the Funds fairly and equitably over time.
 
Savitr directs the purchase of securities on behalf of client accounts in secondary market transactions, in public offerings directly from an underwriter, or in privately negotiated transactions with an issuer.  
 
 
 
“Soft” Dollars
 
Savitr may use research and non-research related products or services obtained through “soft” dollar arrangements as described in Item 12 above, which should be consulted for further details. 
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	Text29:  Placement Agent
Savitr has appointed a Placement Agent in Europe.  That agent receives an ongoing share of the Savitr's fees (management and performance) with respect to assets that it places in a Fund.  A placement agent has  a conflict of interest in advising investors as to the purchase and redemption of interests in a Fund in light of this compensation arrangement.  
 
Privacy Policy
Savitr obtains "nonpublic personal information" from Fund clients as part transactions with the clients.  Savitr generally does not disclose "nonpublic personal" information about private Fund investors or clients to third parties, other than service providers who need access to such information to conduct their affairs.   Savitr restricts access to such information to conduct their affairs.  Savitr restricts access internally to those personnel who need the information in order to conducts Adviser's business and provide efficient client service.  Personnel with such access are prohibited form disclosing this information to outsiders.
 
Proxy Policy:
 
Policy Summary
 
Savitr seeks to vote proxies in the best interest of our clients, including the Funds, and seek to maximize value.  To achieve this, Savitr votes proxies in the way it believes, consistent with its fiduciary duty, will cause the value of the security for which Savitr is executing the proxy to increase in value the most or decrease in value the least.  Savitr makes proxy-voting decisions solely on economic grounds, and accordingly social, ethical, moral or other non-economic grounds will be considered.  When making proxy-voting decisions Savitr gives consideration to both the short and long term implications of the proposal to be voted upon when considering how to vote a proxy.  In certain circumstances, Savitr may deem it in the best interest of clients to abstain from voting a proxy.

	Text31: Procedures
 
To ensure that Savitr votes proxies in the best interest of our clients, Savitr first determines whether any conflicts of interest are present between Savitr's interests and the interests of clients.  Although Savitr has not currently identified any material conflicts of interest that would affect its proxy voting decisions, it is aware that conflicts could exist in the future, including, but not limited to, situations in which:
 
Savitr is retained by an institutional client that is affiliated with an issuer that is held in the clients' accounts.  This type of relationship may influence Savitr to vote with management on proxies in order to gain favor with management.  Because the institutional client is affiliated with the issuer, gaining favor with management may influence the institutional client's decision to continue its advisory relationship with Savitr.
 
Savitr's employees maintain a personal and/or business relationship (not an advisory relationship) with issuers or individuals that serve as officers or directors of issuers.  For example, the spouse of a Savitr employee may be a high-level executive of an issuer that is held in the clients' portfolios.  The spouse could attempt to influence Savitr to vote in favor of management.
 
Savitr or an employee(s) personally owns a significant number of an issuer's securities that are also held in the clients' portfolios.  For any number of reasons, an employee(s) may seek to vote proxies in a different direction for his/her personal holdings than would otherwise be warranted by the proxy voting policy.  The employee(s) could oppose voting the proxies according to the policy and successfully influence Savitr to vote proxies in contradiction to the policy.
 
If Savitr determines that a conflict of interest exists, Savitr may engage the services of an outside proxy voting service (such as [Institutional Shareholder Services]) or consultant to provide an independent recommendation on who the proxy should be voted.  In such circumstances, the proxy voting service's or consultant's determination will be binding on Savitr.  From time to time, Savitr may also seek the advice of counsel with respect to a conflict of interest and/or abstain from voting in such circumstances when time and costs dictate.

	Text33: So long as there are no material conflicts of interest identified, Savitr will vote proxies according to the policy set forth above.  
 
Savitr may also elect to abstain from voting if it deems such abstinence in the clients' best interests such as when an Savitr's analysis of a particular client proxy (i.e., casting a vote on a non-U.S. security may require that Savitr engage a translator or travel to a non-U.S. country to vote in person or the re-election of a nationally recognized accounting firm as a company's auditor) reveals that the cost of voting the proxy may exceed the expected benefit to the client. Savitr conducts a cost-benefit analysis in those certain situations in which Savitr believes it may be in its clients' best interest for Savitr not to vote a particular proxy.  The rationale for “abstain” votes will be documented and the documentation, including documentation relating to any cost/benefit analysis will be maintained by Savitr.
 
Clients and Fund investors can obtain a record of how Savitr has voted proxies on their behalf or a copy of the Savitr's proxy voting policies and procedures by directing a written request to Savitr.
