Canada is in the process of significantly reducing and possibly eliminating in 2011 the investment advisory portion of its investment business. Increasing emphasis will be on referring accredited investors to Clough Capital Partners, LP, an SEC registered investment advisor.  These material changes have occurred since the last Canada Form ADV-II dated January 25, 2010.

Canada is involved in the investment business in two ways.
 
The first and primary focus of Canada is referring accredited investors, when appropriate, to Clough Capital Partners, LP  ("Clough"), an SEC registered investment advisor.  Canada is an independent investment advisor and not an employee of Clough.  Canada does not manage or custody assets referred to Clough.
 
The second and much smaller business segment of Canada is providing investment advice to individuals and trusts.  Canada determines the securities to be purchased and sold using a theme-based fundamental investment process.  Advice is offered on equity securities, mutual fund shares, and debt securities of corporations, municipalities, and the United States government. The risk tolerance, investment experience, and tax status of each client is an important factor in security selection and asset allocation.  The primary source of information used in security selection is from research materials prepared by others.  All accounts are managed on a non-discretionary basis.  Approximately $14 million is under Canada management as of January 1, 2011.
 
Canada was formed in October 2001 and is wholly owned by Kevin H. Canada.

Canada receives compensation from Clough for referrals of accredited investors to Clough.  Compensation of .045% (.18% annualized) of the opening capital balance is paid at the beginning of each fiscal quarter.  An annual incentive allocation of 3.6% of any net capital appreciation for the year is paid after the close of the year and only after the investor has recovered all net capital depreciation.   Investors referred to Clough by Canada incur the same expenses as a Clough investor not referred by Canada.  Canada is not compensated by investors.
 
The investment advisory portion of the Canada business involves negotiated fees with each client based on the average market value of the assets under management during the quarter.  Advisory fees do not exceed an annualized rate of .75% and are deducted from client accounts in arrears at the end of each calendar quarter.  Clients will incur transaction costs deducted directly from their accounts by the custodian.  Canada does not share in these fees.  Termination of investment advisory services can occur at any time by either party to the client agreement without penalty and will result in a pro-rata charge of quarterly advisory fees.  Canada does not charge termination fees.

The investment advisory business of Canada provides advice to individuals and trusts.

Canada uses a theme based fundamental investment process.  Industry groups with attractive investment fundamentals are identified and individual stocks within those groups are purchased.  Company specific valuation ratios such as price to cash flow, price to earnings and price to book value, in addition to company market share and sales growth, are important factors in stock selection.  Stocks are sold when valuations become expensive.  Canada does not engage in short term trading.
 
Canada also recommends mutual funds when appropriate.  Management experience, performance, transaction costs, and management fees are considered in the selection process.
 
Investments in debt securities are typically limited to investment grade corporate and government bonds.   Laddering of maturities is used to lessen interest rate risk.
 
Investing in securities involves risk of loss that clients should be prepared to bear.
