 We offer the VISION2020 Advisor Program (“V2A”) which provides comprehensive 
investment management of your assets through the application of asset allocation 
planning software as well as the provision of execution, clearing and custodial services 
through Pershing.   

 
V2A provides risk tolerance assessment, efficient frontier plotting, fund profiling and 
performance data, and portfolio optimization and re-balancing tools. Utilizing these tools, 
and based on your responses to a risk tolerance questionnaire (“Questionnaire”) and/or 
discussions that we have together regarding among other things, investment objective, 
risk tolerance, investment time horizon, account restrictions, and overall financial 
situation, we construct a portfolio of investments for you. This portfolio may consist of 
mutual funds, exchange traded funds, equities, options, debt securities, variable life, 
and/or variable annuity sub-accounts (certain restrictions may apply) or other 
investments. 
 
Each portfolio is designed to meet your individual needs, stated goals and objectives. 
Additionally, you have the opportunity to place reasonable restrictions on the types of 
investments to be held in the portfolio.

SEI 

Our firm recommends that certain of our clients allocate investment assets among the 
various mutual fund asset allocation models, underlying mutual funds, and/or 
independent investment manager programs offered through SEI.  SEI is a global asset 
management company and sponsor of its own proprietary mutual funds.   SEI Trust 
Company, a subsidiary of SEI, serves as custodian for each SEI account, and provides 
each client with reporting services, including consolidated monthly statements, quarterly 
performance reports, and year-end tax reports.  SEI enables investment advisers such as 
our firm to offer its clients mutual fund asset allocation models, underlying individual 
mutual funds, and investment management programs that are not otherwise available to 
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the general public.  As part of its overall investment management program, SEI offers 
Quarterly rebalancing of each client’s investment assets for the purpose of maintaining 
the assets in accordance with the client’s previously designated percentage (%) asset 
allocations for the SEI account. If a client desires automatic account rebalancing, 
he/she/they/it must first provide such authorization directly to our firm, who will then 
advise SEI accordingly.  Our firm shall not remove clients’ account  from SEI to another 
program without the client’s consent.  The fees charged by SEI are exclusive of, and in 
addition to, our firm’s investment management fee.  In addition to our firm’s  investment 
management fee, the client, relative to all mutual fund purchases, shall also incur charges 
imposed at the mutual fund level (e.g., management fees and other fund expenses).

Ultimately, we try to achieve the highest return on our client’s cash balances through 
relatively low-risk conservative investments.  In most cases, at least a partial cash balance 
will be maintained in a money market account so that our firm may debit advisory fees for 
our services related to Investment Management service, as applicable.

If our advisory firm or a management person 
has been involved in a legal or disciplinary event that is not specifically required to be disclosed, 
but nonetheless is material to a client's or prospective client's evaluation of our advisory business 
or the integrity of our management, we must disclose the event.  Similarly, even if more than ten 
years has passed since the date of the event, we must disclose the event if it is so serious that it 
remains currently material to a client’s or prospective client’s evaluation of our firm or 
management.

We 
require all of our supervised persons to conduct business with the highest level of ethical 
standards and to comply with all federal and state securities laws at all times.  Upon 
employment or affiliation and at least annually thereafter, all supervised persons will sign an 
acknowledgement that they have read, understand, and agree to comply with our  Code of 
Ethics.  Our firm and supervised persons must conduct business in an honest, ethical, and fair 
manner and avoid all circumstances that might negatively affect or appear to affect our duty of 
complete loyalty to all clients.  This disclosure is provided to give all clients a summary of our 
Code of Ethics.  However, if a client or a potential client wishes to review our Code of Ethics in 
its entirety, a copy will be provided promptly upon request.

Research and Other Soft Dollar Benefits. If we receive research or other products 
or services other than execution from a broker-dealer or a third party in connection with 
client securities transactions (“soft dollar benefits”), we are required to disclose our 
practices and discuss the conflicts of interest they create.   Please note that we must 
disclose all soft dollar benefits we receive, including, in the case of research, both 
proprietary research (created or developed by the broker-dealer) and research created or 
developed by a third party.  
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As described in Item 10, our Advisory Representatives are also Registered Representatives 
of Royal Alliance, a FINRA registered broker-dealer. In order to meet its FINRA 
supervisory obligations, Royal Alliance requires that all investment advisory activities that 
we conduct be processed through Royal Alliance’s clearing relationships with Pershing 
LLC (“Pershing”). As a result, we do not have the discretion to choose the broker-dealer or 
commission rates to be paid. However, we do believe that Pershing’s blend of execution 
services, commission and transaction costs as well as professionalism will allow us to seek 
best execution and competitive prices. 

 
a.  Explanation of when we use client brokerage commissions (or markups or 
markdowns) to obtain research or other products or services, and how we receive a benefit 
because our firm does not have to produce or pay for the research, products or services.

 
  

As part of the arrangement described in Item12A1, Royal Alliance also makes certain 
research and brokerage services available at no additional cost to our firm.  These services 
include certain research and brokerage services, including research services obtained by 
Royal Alliance directly from independent research companies, as selected by our firm 
(within specific parameters).  Research products and services provided by Royal Alliance to 
our firm may include research reports on recommendations or other information about, 
particular companies or industries; economic surveys, data and analyses; financial 
publications; portfolio evaluation services; financial database software and services; 
computerized news and pricing services; quotation equipment for use in running software 
used in investment decision-making; and other products or services that provide lawful and 
appropriate assistance by Royal Alliance to our firm in the performance of our investment 
decision-making responsibilities.  The aforementioned research and brokerage services are 
used by our firm to manage accounts for which we have investment discretion.  Without 
this arrangement, our firm might be compelled to purchase the same or similar services at 
our own expense. 

 
b.  Incentive to select or recommend a broker-dealer based on our interest in 
receiving the research or other products or services, rather than on our clients’ interest in 
receiving best execution.

 
  

As a result of receiving the services discussed in 12A(1)a of this Firm Brochure for no 
additional cost, we may have an incentive to continue to use or expand the use of Royal 
Alliance’s services.  Our firm examined this potential conflict of interest when we chose to 
enter into the relationship with Royal Alliance and we have determined that the relationship is 
in the best interest of our firm’s clients and satisfies our client obligations, including our duty 
to seek best execution.  

 
Royal Alliance charges brokerage commissions and transaction fees for effecting certain 
securities transactions (i.e., transaction fees are charged for certain no-load mutual funds, 
commissions are charged for individual equity and debt securities transactions).  Royal 
Alliance enables us to obtain many no-load mutual funds without transaction charges and 
other no-load funds at nominal transaction charges.  Royal Alliance’s commission rates are 
generally discounted from customary retail commission rates.  However, the commission 
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and transaction fees charged by Royal Alliance may be higher or lower than those charged 
by other custodians and broker-dealers.  

 
c.  Causing clients to pay commissions (or markups or markdowns) higher than those 
charged by other broker-dealers in return for soft dollar benefits (known as paying-up).

 
  

Our non-wrap fee program clients may pay a commission to Royal Alliance that is higher 
than another qualified broker dealer might charge to effect the same transaction where we 
determine in good faith that the commission is reasonable in relation to the value of the 
brokerage and research services received.  In seeking best execution, the determinative 
factor is not the lowest possible cost, but whether the transaction represents the best 
qualitative execution, taking into consideration the full range of a broker-dealer’s services, 
including the value of research provided, execution capability, commission rates, and 
responsiveness.  Accordingly, although we will seek competitive rates, to the benefit of all 
clients, we may not necessarily obtain the lowest possible commission rates for specific 
client account transactions.  

 
d.  Disclosure of whether we use soft dollar benefits to service all of our clients’ 
accounts or only those that paid for the benefits, as well as whether we seek to allocate soft 
dollar benefits to client accounts proportionately to the soft dollar credits the accounts 
generate.

 
  

Although the investment research products and services that may be obtained by our firm 
will generally be used to service all of our clients, a brokerage commission paid by a 
specific client may be used to pay for research that is not used in managing that specific 
client’s account.  

 
e.  Description of the types of products and services our firm or any of our related                          
     persons acquired with client brokerage commissions (or markups or markdowns) w 
within our last fiscal year.

 
  

We are required to specifically describe to our clients the types of products or services that 
we are acquiring and to permit them to evaluate possible conflicts of interest. Our 
description must be more detailed for products or services that do not qualify for the safe 
harbor in Section 28(e) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, such as those services that 
do not aid in investment decision-making or trade execution. Merely disclosing that we 
obtain various research reports and products is not specific enough.  

 
In addition to the benefits described in Item 12A1 of this Brochure, Royal Alliance also 
makes available to our firm products and services that help manage and administer clients’ 
accounts. These include software and other technology (and related technological training) 
that provide access to client account data (such as trade confirmations and account 
statements), facilitate trade execution (and allocation of aggregated trade orders for 
multiple client accounts), provide research, pricing information and other market data, 
facilitate payment of our fees from clients’ accounts, and assist with back-office training 
and support functions, recordkeeping and client reporting. Many of these services generally 
may be used to service all or some substantial number of our accounts, including accounts 
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not maintained at Royal Alliance.  While, as a fiduciary, our firm endeavors to act in our 
clients’ best interests, Adviser’s recommendation/requirement that clients maintain their 
assets in accounts at Royal Alliance may be based in part on the benefit to our firm of the 
availability of some of the foregoing products and services and other arrangements and not 
solely on the nature, cost, or quality of custody and brokerage services provided by Royal 
Alliance, which may create a potential conflict of interest. 

 
We would have to obtain the aforementioned services and products for cash if we did not 
have soft dollars available to pay for them.  As a result of receiving such products and 
services for no cost, we may have an incentive to continue to place client trades through 
broker-dealers that offer soft dollar arrangements. This interest conflicts with the clients' 
interest of obtaining the lowest commission rate available. Therefore, we must determine in 
good faith, based on the best execution policy stated above that such commissions are 
reasonable in relation to the value of the services provided by such executing broker-
dealers. 

 
f.  

 

Explanation of the procedures we used during our last fiscal year to direct client 
transactions to a particular broker-dealer in return for soft dollar benefits we received. 

All soft dollars arrangements must be approved in writing by our Chief Compliance 
Officer.  A brief description of the purpose of the soft dollar arrangement outlining the 
benefits received by our firm and clients along with any noted concerns about increased 
costs to our clients and how such concerns were alleviated will be maintained on file.  Our 
Chief Compliance Officer undertakes a review of parties which propose to pay our firm in 
soft dollars and analyzes a number of criteria.  When deciding whether to approve or 
disapprove of a soft dollar relationship, the following criteria is reviewed: the broker-
dealer's business reputation and financial position and our ability to consistently execute 
orders professionally and on a cost effective basis, provide prompt and accurate execution 
reports, prepare timely and accurate confirms, deliver securities or cash proceeds promptly 
and provide meaningful research services that are useful to us in investment decision-
making or other desired and appropriate services. Our Chief Compliance Officer also 
annually reviews all our soft dollar relationships for appropriateness, benefits to our clients, 
etc.    

 
As a fiduciary, we have an obligation to obtain "best execution" of clients' transactions 
under the circumstances of the particular transaction.  Consequently, notwithstanding the 
safe harbor provided under Section 28(e), no allocation for soft dollar payments shall be 
made unless best execution of the transaction is reasonably expected to be obtained.   

 
2)  Brokerage for Client Referrals

 

. If we use client brokerage to compensate or otherwise 
reward brokers for client referrals, we must disclose this practice, the conflicts of interest it 
creates, and any procedures we used to direct client brokerage to referring brokers during 
the last fiscal year (i.e., the system of controls used by us when allocating brokerage). 

Our firm does not receive brokerage for client referrals. 
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3)  Directed Brokerage

If we routinely recommend, request or require that a client directs us to execute 
transactions through a specified broker-dealer, we are required to describe our practice or 
policy. Further, we must explain that not all advisers require their clients to direct 
brokerage. If our firm and the broker-dealer are affiliates or have another economic 
relationship that creates a material conflict of interest, we are further required to describe the 
relationship and discuss the conflicts of interest it presents by explaining that through the 
direction of brokerage we may be unable to achieve best execution of client transactions, 
and that this practice may cost our clients more money.  

We or any of our firm’s related person do not have discretionary authority in making the 
determination of the brokers with whom orders for the purchase or sale of securities are 
placed for execution, and the commission rates at which such securities transactions are 
effected.   
 

 
Special Considerations for ERISA Clients 

A retirement or ERISA plan client may direct all or part of portfolio transactions for its 
account through a specific broker or dealer in order to obtain goods or services on behalf of 
the plan.  Such direction is permitted provided that the goods and services provided are 
reasonable expenses of the plan incurred in the ordinary course of its business for which it 
otherwise would be obligated and empowered to pay. ERISA prohibits directed brokerage 
arrangements when the goods or services purchased are not for the exclusive benefit of the 
plan. Consequently, we will request that plan sponsors who direct plan brokerage provide us 
with a letter documenting that this arrangement will be for the exclusive benefit of the plan. 

 
b.  

 

If we permit a client to direct brokerage, we are required to describe our practice. If 
applicable, we must also explain that we may be unable to achieve best execution of your  
transactions.  Directed brokerage may cost clients more money. For example, in a directed 
brokerage account, you may pay higher brokerage commissions because we may not be able 
to aggregate orders to reduce transaction costs, or you may receive less favorable prices on 
transactions.

Discussion of whether, and under what conditions, we aggregate the purchase or 
sale of securities for various client accounts in quantities sufficient to obtain reduced 
transaction costs (known as bunching). If we do not bunch orders when we have the 
opportunity to do so, we are required to explain our practice and describe the costs to clients 
of not bunching. 

We perform investment management services for various clients.  There are occasions on 
which portfolio transactions may be executed as part of concurrent authorizations to purchase 
or sell the same security for numerous accounts served by our firm, which involve accounts 
with similar investment objectives.  Although such concurrent authorizations potentially could 
be either advantageous or disadvantageous to any one or more particular accounts, they are 
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affected only when we believe that to do so will be in the best interest of the effected accounts.  
When such concurrent authorizations occur, the objective is to allocate the executions in a 
manner which is deemed equitable to the accounts involved.  In any given situation, we attempt 
to allocate trade executions in the most equitable manner possible, taking into consideration 
client objectives, current asset allocation and availability of funds using price averaging, 
proration and consistently non-arbitrary methods of allocation. 

 
 

 
Item 13.  Review of Accounts  

A. 

 

Review of client accounts or financial plans, along with a description of the frequency and 
nature of our review, and the titles of our employees who conduct the review.  

We review client accounts annually.  The nature of these reviews is to learn whether clients’ 
accounts are in line with their investment objectives, appropriately positioned based on 
market conditions, and investment policies, if applicable.  Only our Financial Advisors will 
conduct reviews.  

B. 

We may review client accounts more frequently than described above.  Among the factors 
which may trigger an off-cycle review are major market or economic events, the client’s life 
events, requests by the client, etc.     

Review of client accounts on other than a periodic basis, along with a description of the 
factors that trigger a review.  

 
C. 

We do not provide written reports to clients, unless asked to do so.  Verbal reports to clients 
take place on at least an annual basis when we meet with clients who subscribe to our 
Investment Management and Third Party Money Management service.    

Description of the content and indication of the frequency of written or verbal regular reports 
we provide to clients regarding their accounts.  

 
As also mentioned in Item 13A of this Brochure, financial planning clients do not receive 
written or verbal updated reports regarding their financial plans unless they separately 
contract with us for a post-financial plan meeting or update to their initial written financial 
plan.  

A. 

Item 14.  Client Referrals and Other Compensation 

As discussed previously, all our Advisory Representatives are Registered Representatives of 
Royal Alliance. This arrangement requires us to offer you advisory services and programs 
sponsored or approved by Royal Alliance. Royal Alliance sets limits on how much we can 
charge you for these advisory services. Some advisory programs have higher fee limits than 
others. As such, there may be an incentive for us to recommend to you advisory services or 

If someone who is not a client provides an economic benefit to our firm for providing 
investment advice or other advisory services to our clients, we must generally describe the 
arrangement. For purposes of this Item, economic benefits include any sales awards or other 
prizes.  
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programs with higher limits. In addition, Royal Alliance may charge us certain usage fees 
and expenses to use their advisory programs which may decrease the amount of money we 
make when offering investment advice to you. Therefore, there may be an incentive to 
provide you with advisory programs and services that may be cheaper for us to use but not as 
suitable to your needs as other advisory programs that Royal Alliance sponsors which may be 
more expensive for us to use. 

 
B. 

We may pay referral fees to unaffiliated third parties (Solicitors) equal to a percentage of the 
advisory fees collected from clients that Solicitors referred to our Advisory Representatives. 
Specific terms and obligations of the Solicitor and our Advisory Representatives are outlined 
in a written solicitation agreement. 

If our firm or a related person directly or indirectly compensates any person who is not our 
employee for client referrals, we are required to describe the arrangement and the 
compensation.  

 

A.  

Item 15.  Custody 

If we have custody of client funds or securities and a qualified custodian as defined in SEC 
rule 206(4)-2 or similar state rules (for example, a broker-dealer or bank) does not send 
account statements with respect to those funds or securities directly to our clients, we must 
disclose that we have custody and explain the risks that you will face because of this.

All of our clients receive at least quarterly account statements directly from their custodians.  
Upon opening an account with a qualified custodian on a client's behalf, we promptly notify 
the client in writing of the qualified custodian's contact information.  If we decide to also 
send account statements to clients, such notice and account statements include a legend that 
recommends that the client compare the account statements received from the qualified 
custodian with those received from our firm.  

  

B.  

 

If we have custody of client funds or securities and a qualified custodian sends quarterly, or 
more frequent, account statements directly to our clients, we are required to explain that you 
will receive account statements from the broker-dealer, bank, or other qualified custodian and 
that you should carefully review those statements. 

We encourage our clients to raise any questions with us about the custody, safety or security 
of their assets.  The custodians we do business with will send you independent account 
statements listing your account balance(s), transaction history and any fee debits or other fees 
taken out of your account.    

 
Item 16.  Investment Discretion 

 

If we accept discretionary authority to manage securities accounts on behalf of clients, we 
are required to disclose this fact and describe any limitations our clients may place on our 
authority. The following procedures are followed before we assume this authority:  

We do not take or exercise discretionary authority with respect to our clients.      
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Item 17.  Voting Client Securities

If we have, or will accept, proxy authority to vote client securities, we must briefly describe 
our voting policies and procedures, including those adopted pursuant to SEC Rule 206(4)-6.  

We do not and will not accept the proxy authority to vote client securities.  Clients will 
receive proxies or other solicitations directly from their custodian or a transfer agent.  In the 
event that proxies are sent to our firm, we will forward them on to you and ask the party who 
sent them to mail them directly to you in the future.   Clients may call, write or email us to 
discuss questions they may have about particular proxy votes or other solicitations. 

 
 

A. 

Item 18.  Financial Information 

We do not require nor do we solicit prepayment of more than $1,200 in fees per client, six 
months or more in advance. Therefore we have not included a balance sheet for our most 
recent fiscal year.  

If we require or solicit prepayment of more than $1,200 in fees per client, six months or more 
in advance, we must include a balance sheet for our most recent fiscal year.  

B.  

 We have nothing to disclose in this regard. 

If we are an SEC-registered adviser and have discretionary authority or custody of client 
funds or securities, or we require or solicit prepayment of more than $1,200 in fees per client, 
six months or more in advance, we must disclose any financial condition that is reasonably 
likely to impair our ability to meet contractual commitments to clients.  

C. 

 

If we have been the subject of a bankruptcy petition at any time during the past ten years, we 
must disclose this fact, the date the petition was first brought, and the current status. 

We have nothing to disclose in this regard.  
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
