Although RCO has built extensive knowledge in the types of instruments (stocks, bonds, exchange traded funds, mutual funds, etc) as mentioned in the two preceding paragraphs, there are material risks associated with such investments.  For example investing in stocks involves market risks that are beyond the control of RCO or any particular entity.  Clients can lose money when investing in stocks, regardless of the amount of diversification by industry or market sectors.  Bonds, which are debt instruments that investors may choose to include in a portfolio are subject to interest rate risk meaning that when interest rates move higher over a given period, clients may lose value on the bonds they hold.  Both stocks and bonds are subject to other kinds of risk.  Liquidity risk is the possibility that clients may not be able to sell these types of securities within a reasonable period of time or at prices and values they might expect under certain market conditions.   Event risk is another form of unusual risk that may occur when all securities valuations may suffer or decline significantly due to a catastrophic or material occurrence in global or national events.  RCO's investment strategies are also subject to systemic risk meaning that protracted adverse economic periods that may last for several weeks, months or even years may occur that might likewise lead to longer periods of declines of client portfolio value. 
 
Mutual funds and exchange traded funds are managed by other professionals and each have their own strategies and objectives as detailed in their prospectuses.  Exchange traded securities are similar in many respects and may involve a greater degree of risks and costs than other types of instruments.   All investment types and instruments referenced here in this brochure may be subject to these risks as desc

RCO does not engage in any other type of business as described in Item 4 of this Brochure. 
 
	Text11: Item 11  - Code of Ethics
 
RCO has adopted a Code of Ethics describing its high standard of business conduct, and fiduciary duty to its clients. The Code of Ethics describes a policy of fiduciary conduct and it includes provisions relating to the confidentiality of client information, a prohibition on insider trading, a prohibition of participating in rumors or unsubstantiated information, restrictions on the acceptance of significant gifts and the reporting of certain gifts and business entertainment items, and personal securities trading procedures, among other things. RCO and its associated persons must acknowledge the terms of the Code of Ethics annually, or as amended.
 
RCO utilizes, monitors on an ongoing basis and enforces its Code of Ethics.  The Code of Ethics consists of an outline of policies regarding several key areas:  standards of conduct and compliance with laws, rules, regulations, protection of material non-public information and personal securities trading disclosures and responsibilities.  RCO's Code of Ethics also incorporates specific information and guidance that is provided in its Policies and Procedures manual and its Compliance Program.

	Text12: Item 12  - Brokerage Practices 
 
RCO does not determine or select the recommendation of broker-dealers for custody of client assets, execution and clearance of client transactions without first obtaining the clients consent.  RCO routinely monitors industry brokerage practices as they relate to managing client portfolios evaluating several factors considered in RCO's effort to make recommendations to clients as to suitable selections of a broker-dealer and/or clearing firm by the client for custody, account servicing and trade execution and trade clearance activities.  RCO considers the reasonableness of their commissions and other fees associated with maintaining accounts at such firms.
RCO does not receive any economic benefit, referral fees, commissions, or any remuneration whatsoever of any kind (hard dollar or soft dollar) when making recommendations to clients for the selection of a custody agent, clearing firm or broker-dealer.
 
RCO obtains written authorization and appointment for its investment advisory clients to act as an agent and attorney-in-fact that expressly provides for RCO to make, order and direct any and all transactions involving the client's portfolio assets in the name of the clients' accounts as fully as the client could do.  This limited power of attorney appointment prohibits RCO from removing cash and securities from the client's account.  RCO is fully empowered to give instructions from time to time to the custodian or designated broker/dealer or clearing firm for the purchase, sale, deposit or exchange of any quantity of securities and property held in the client's account. 
 
Economic and market research information is sourced from a variety of providers deemed to be reliable.  Such sources include but are not limited to data obtained from corporate sources, prospectuses, as well as independent third party providers such as Argus Research, Morningstar broker/dealers and internet publications.  RCO bears all costs associated with obtaining economic and market research information.  All economic and market research received from such sources described are used by RCO to benefit all portfolios under management.   
 
 
	Text13: Item 13  - Review of Accounts 
 
RCO's portfolio review standards take on several metrics that the firm deems necessary and essential in providing seeking appropriate risk adjusted returns correlating with the client's needs and objectives and taking into consideration the client's risk tolerance and time horizon.  Portfolio reviews are performed at least twice per year.  On annual review occurring within 30 days of the anniversary of the client engagement and a second interim review occurring within approximately 6 months of the anniversary review.  Such reviews at minimum include; (1) an analysis of the composition of the portfolio by industry and company, based on current market prices; (2) an analysis of the components of income, gains and losses of the portfolio by industry and company, based upon the change in market prices, dividends and other distributions since the last review; (3) the results of (1) and (2) are compared to the most current investor profile on file to determine the appropriateness of the performance of the portfolio in terms of price and composition.  Clients receive monthly (or at minimum quarterly if no activity) a statement from the client approved custody or clearing firm of all assets carried in the accounts of such client.  RCO may also provide and prepare quarterly portfolio valuations as reconciled with such custody agent or clearing firm account statement that is sent directly by such firm to the client.  All communications include an offer of our risk disclosure, privacy statement and other regulatory mandated disclosures.  RCO encourages its clients to utilize all forms of account inquiry including online internet access or to request more frequent reporting which the firm will consider and accommodate within operational and system constraints.  RCO often makes more frequent analysis of client portfolio assets particularly during times of major market volatility or market moves such as a 200 basis point parallel shift in yield curve or a 10% drop in the S&P 500 Index or during periods when securities markets are under pre-established circuit breaker controls.
 
RCO maintains additional standards for annual reviews of client portfolios.  In addition to the minimum level of reviews as described in the preceding paragraphs, annual reviews shall include a detailed discussion of the client's financial profile including but not limited to:

	Text14: Item 14  - Client Referrals and Other Compensation
 
RCO does not participate nor does RCO receive any compensation or economic benefit from any person that is not a client of RCO.  Furthermore, RCO does not directly or indirectly compensate any person or entity for client referrals.
	Text15: Item 15  - Custody
 
RCO clients receive at least quarterly statements from the broker dealer or other qualified custodian that holds and maintains client's investment assets as approved in writing and as client account(s) are established by RCO clients.  Clients receive more frequent statements as the result of activity in the account(s).  RCO suggests its clients to carefully review such statements and compare such official custodial records to the account statements that RCO may provide from time to time detailing additional performance information.  RCO reports may vary from the brokerage account statements based on accounting procedures, reporting dates, or valuation methodologies of certain securities.  
 
	Text16: Item 16  - Investment Discretion
 
RCO exercises investment discretion only upon the express approval of the limited authorities granted to RCO by the clients in the management of clients' portfolios.  Such investment discretion requires RCO to evaluate several factors considered in carrying out the clients' investment objectives prudently and within the scope of RCO's fiduciary responsibilities to the clients. 
 
When recommending securities and evaluating portfolios, RCO observes the investment policies, limitations and restrictions of the clients for which it advises.  Client consent is necessary for the overall investment strategy and the securities recommended in buy/sell decisions.  Clients authorize RCO to trade through the completion and acceptance of a limited power of attorney form provided by the broker-dealer or clearing firm.  Transactions are not presented for execution until RCO receives client approval to enter into such transactions based upon a recommendation and a discussion by RCO with the client.  Market conditions and other factors (liquidity, comparable risk vs. return, etc.) may allow for or provide for substitutions of securities recommendations. Disclosure is made to clients when such conditions occur.
	Text17: Item 17  - Voting Client Securities
 
RCO does not vote or participate in voting client proxies with respect to investments held in client accounts.  RCO monitors all corporate action items requiring proxy submissions by issuers for all client investments via reports provided by the broker-dealer or clearing firm carrying client accounts.  RCO encourages its clients to review all proxy solicitations and corporate actions requiring replies or voting in a timely fashion.  RCO does not perceive there to exist any conflicts of interest given that the clearing firm submits all such communications directly to clients for review and response.  
	Text18: Item 18  - Financial Information
 
Registered investment advisers are required in this Item to provide you with certain financial information or disclosures about RCO's financial condition.  RCO has no financial commitment that impairs its ability to meet contractual and fiduciary commitments to clients, and has not been the subject of a bankruptcy proceeding.
 
	Text19: Item 19  - Requirements for State-Registered Advisers
