Our specific services, terms ofammpensation, method of payment, and other
important information are explained in more deailow.

As described in more detail in the secti@ROKERAGE PRACTICES ” beginning on
page 8, in certain circumstances we may rebategabsts if the client’s account was trans-
ferred from a lower cost brokerage firm to ChaBetwab & Co., Inc. In these circumstances,
we reduce our advisory fees in order to cover éigooof the trade costs charged by Schwab. In
determining whether to provide a rebate, we comgltesize and complexity of your account
and whether custody of your account was moved &idawer cost brokerage firm to Schwab.

Direct Billing to Your Custodian

You may elect to be billed directly for our feeayk our fees charged to your credit card
or you may authorize us to debit our fees from yamaounts. Generally, our clients authorize us
under our agreement to directly deduct our feem fiteeir account. If you provide us such
authorization, at the same time we submit our regioe payment to your custodian, you will be
sent a notice from us, in writing, stating the éxanount of the withdrawal and the specific
manner or basis on which we calculated our feee Adtice will also advise you that you have
an opportunity to object to the invoiced amount hod to do so.

TYPES OF CLIENTS

We impose certain conditions for starting or mamtey an account. A minimum of
$500,000 of cash and/or securities is generallyired to open an account using our wealth
management services.

Account size mini-
mums may be negotiable under certain circumstamacekclient accounts where the total
balance of all accounts is less than $500,000b&ilhccepted only on a case-by-case basis.

METHODS OF ANALYSIS, INVESTMENT STRATEGIES AND RISK OF LOSS

Methods of Analysis

We recommend mutual funds. In analyzing these pialenvestments, we review infor-
mation from a number of sources, both public angdrghase, including financial newspapers
and magazines, research materials prepared bygartaes, corporate rating services, annual
reports, prospectuses and filings with the SECcamdpany press releases. We believe these
resources for information are reliable and regulddpend on these resources for making our
investment decisions; however, we are not resptaBb the accuracy or completeness of this
information.

Investment Strateqies

We use a variety of investment strategies deperalingpur circumstances, financial
objectives and needs. We may recommend implengeatie or more of the following
investment strategies: long-term purchases (htdihat a year), short term purchases (held less
than a year) or a combination of both investmeaategies to help you meet your investment
objectives. Generally, we will recommend implenmagthese strategies using mutual funds.
Mutual funds will be selected based on any or fathe following criteria: performance history;
industry sector; manager’s track record; investnodiectives; management style and
philosophy; asset class; risk level; income angield potential; and management fee structure.
We focus primarily on funds that are “no load” (j\®here the investor does not pay any sales
fee or commission) and which do not pay excessAellfees or any deferred sales fees (so-
called “back-end loads”). We often recommend miuiwads of different kinds to promote
portfolio diversification within various asset ct&s, such as industry sectors,
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domestic/international, or equities/bonds. We megnpmmend periodic purchases, sales, and
exchanges of those mutual fund shares within mditural families and between different mutual
fund families when there are changes in your naedsket conditions, or economic
developments. When appropriate we may recommesgsiments in individual bonds.

Types of Investments and Risk of Loss

We offer advice about different investments, inahgdnutual funds, each having
different types and levels of risk. We will dissubese risks with you in determining your
investment objectives that will guide our investinadvice. We will explain and answer any
guestions you have about these kinds of investmehish present special considerations such
as the following.

Investing in securities involves risk of loss tlyati should be prepared to bear. Obtain-
ing higher rates of return on investments typicaliyails accepting higher levels of risk. We
work with you to attempt to identify the balancerisks and rewards that is appropriate and
comfortable for you. However, it is still your pemsibility to ask questions if you do not fully
understand the risks associated with any investmeinivestment strategy.

Directed Brokerage & Soft Dollars

Although we do not require you to use a specifigakbr-dealer, we have established a
brokerage relationship with Charles Schwab & Qum,,land TD Ameritrade, Inc. registered
broker-dealers for custodian and brokerage servi¢és are independently owned and operated
and are not affiliated with Schwab or TD Ameritrade

Charles Schwab & Co., Inc.

Schwab offers independent investment advisory firkesus support products and
services through their program Schwab Adviser $es/M. To receive the benefit of these
services we are required to maintain a total ¢déast $10 million of our client’s assets in
accounts at Schwab.

Schwab’s support products and services include:

* access to Schwab’s institutional brokerage — tigadinstody, reporting, and related
services — many of which are not typically avaiatd Schwab retail customers

* services to manage or administer your account aa@tcess to your account data,
provide pricing and other market data, facilitatgmpent of our fees from your
account and assist with recordkeeping requirements

The availability of these services from Schwab fiénas because we do not have to
produce or purchase them. We don’t have to pagébrwab’s services so long as we maintain a
total of at least $10 million of our client’'s asset Schwab. The $10 million minimum may give
us an incentive to recommend that you maintain yaeount with Schwab, based on our interest
in receiving Schwab'’s services that benefit ouriess rather than based on your interest in
receiving the best value in custody services aadrbst favorable execution of your trans-
actions.
