	Text4: Stamberger Capital Management, LLC (SCM) is an investment advisory firm providing portfolio mangement services primarily for individuals.  The firm was founded in 2009 and is wholly owned by it's President and Chief Investment Officer G. Richard Stamberger CFA, an investment professional with over 40 years of portfolio management experience.
 
SCM manages Equity and Balanced accounts (Equity and Fixed) on a full discretionary basis with portfolios tailored to the client's individual investment objectives and risk tolerance.  Clients are free to impose restrictions on the types of and specific securities that are held in their portfolios.  As of 12/31/11 SCM had $60,000,000 in assets under management.  Individual stocks and bonds, open and closed ended mutual funds and ETFs are utilized in client portfolios.
 
 
 
 
	Text5: SCM is compensated for its advisory services by charging fees based on the market value of the client portfolio.  These fees will vary depending upon the types of assets held in the clients portfolio and the value of assets under management as follows:

Under certain circumstances fees are negotiable.  They are charged quarterly based on portfolio values at the end of March, June, September and December.  They are generally deducted from client accounts by the custodian.  Clients incur brokerage and other transaction costs not payable to SCM.
	Text6: SCM does not accept performance based fees.
	Text7: SCM provides investment management services primarily for individuals and/or small businesses.  While there is no minimum account size required, generally speaking there is a minimum annual fee requirement of $5,000.  Under certain circumstances this minimum fee has been waived.
 
 
 
 
	Text8: SCM uses a combination of fundamental, technical and quantitative analysis to manage it's clients portfolios, with a heavy emphasis on finding undervalued securities that produce current income and longer term growth for clients.  While portfolios are managed in a disciplined manner all investing involves risk and potential loss of principal. 
 
SCM seeks to lessen risk by constructing client portfolios that are generally well diversified as to equity and fixed income investments and by investing in high quality stocks and bonds. On average, stocks held produce current dividend returns meaningfully greater than those produced by the popular market indices. Bond diversification is enhanced by utilizing no load mutual funds and/or ETFs, in addition to individual bonds.
 
SCM is a long term investor with the majority of its securities held for several years.  While it does some of its own research and relies heavily on the 40+ years of investment management/research analysis experience of its Chief Investment Officer, outside research sources and corporate rating services are also utilized. 
	Text9: SCM is not currently and never has been involved in any legal or disciplinary events, or criminal or civil actions.
	Text10: The vast majority of SCM client portfolios are custodied at Pershing Advisors, LLC, an affiliate of the Bank of New York Mellon, and SCM does recommend this arrangement for new clients.  SCM does not receive compensation directly or indirectly for this arrangement.
 
SCM utilizes Security Asset Management, a New York based Investment Advisor for secretarial, administrative and portfolio record keeping services.  SCM compensates Security Asset Management directly for these services.  There is no additional cost to the client.

 SCM has adopted a code of ethics that sets forth the standards of conduct expected of its associated persons.  A copy of this code of ethics is available to clients or prospective clients.

SCM does not recommend to clients or buy or sell for client accounts any securities in which it or a related person has a material financial interest.
 
11C/11D
As outlined in the Investment Management Agreement that SCM has with each of its clients, SCM personnel have engaged, and expect to continue to engage in securities transactions on behalf of themselves and certain of their clients that may present a potential conflict of interest with other clients.  In order to avoid this potential conflict, when SCM is purchasing or considering for purchase (or sale) any security on behalf of a client, no employee or access person may effect a transaction in that security prior to the completion of the purchase or sale for the client, or a decision made not to effect a transaction in said security for any client at that time.
 
SCM recognizes in its Code of Ethics that it, and its affiliated persons owe a fiduciary duty to the firm's client accounts and must at all times place the interests of the firm's clients first and conduct personal securities transactions in a manner consistent with this Code of Ethics and avoid any abuse of its position of trust and responsibility.

SCM recommends to clients and prospective clients that their accounts be custodied at Pershing Advisor Solutions a subsidiary of the Bank of New York.  The vast majority are custodied there and virtually all transactions are executed there with the exception of a certain very limited number of bond transactions that are executed away for a very limited number of clients where doing so might reduce transaction costs.  SCM clients have a written agreement with Pershing as to commissions paid on stock transactions, 4 cents a share or less, minimum ticket charge, $10, and mutual fund tickets, $20 a ticket.

SCM has no soft dollar arrangements and pays cash $ for all outside research and investment services that it utilizes in the management of it's clients portfolios.

SCM does not receive any client referrals from any broker-dealer or third party.

Other than Pershing, SCM does allow prospective clients to choose other custodians and/or brokers.  SCM does and would point out to prospective clients when such an arrangement might result in less favorable executions, and higher commissions which may cost the client money.

All client accounts are reviewed by the Chief Investment Officer at least quarterly with each security held in client accounts reviewed daily and weekly for unusual price activity.  All clients are encouraged to discuss their needs, goals, and objectives with their SCM portfolio manager and to him informed of any changes.

Unless otherwise agreed upon, clients are provided with transaction confirmation notices and regular monthly statements from their custodian.  In addition SCM provides them with a written quarterly report containing a portfolio review and outlook and quarterly performance.
	Text14: SCM does not receive any economic benefit from any non SCM party or organization that might be providing investment advice or advisory services to any SCM client. SCM does not directly or indirectly compensate any person or organization for referring client to it.
	Text15: SCM does not maintain custody of any client funds.
	Text16: All client accounts are managed on a full discretionary basis, with the relevant trading authorizations executed and on file with their custodian.  Clients may request that SCM refrain from investing in certain categories of securities.  Such requests are documented and followed.  Clients are informed that this may negatively effect their portfolio performance.
	Text17: SCM does not vote client securities and will not accept authority to do same.
	Text18: SCM does not collect any client fees in advance in services provided. Fees are charged quarterly at the of March June September and December for services provided for the previous quarter.
	Text19: SCM is wholly owned and managed by G. Richard Stamberger CFA. All client portfolios are managed directly by him. He graduated from the Georgetown University School of Business in 1969 and received his MBA from Rutgers University School of Business in 1971.He has been managing client portfolios since 1970.
 
Prior to founding SCM in 2009, he was a Senior Portfolio Manager with Security Asset Management of New York, beginning there in1998.Prior to joining Security Asset Management he served as President, Chief Investment Officer and CEO of an investment management unit of Deutsche Asset Management, North America (1990 to 1998). From 1983 through 1989 he was a Managing Director and Senior Portfolio Manager with Prudential Asset Management Company, part of Prudential Insurance, where he served as Chief Investment Officer and Portfolio Manager of one of their investment management units. While there he was also in charge of Equity Trading and Risk Arbitrage. From 1973 through 1984 he headed investment management teams for US Trust Company of New York and Kidder Peabody and Company,
