Founded in 2004 United Brokers provides Investment Advisory Services.
The principal owner of United Brokers is Dario Cukier.

As of December 2013, United Brokers has USD 24.683.288 in discretionary assets under
management. United Brokers does not have non-discretionary under management at this time.

Each portfolio is managed to meet a particular investment goal (capital appreciation, growth,
income and growth and income).

Through an initial conversation with the client, we establish its investment objectives, time
horizon, liquidity needs and risk tolerance in order to determine which portfolio model is suitable
for the client.

Although United Brokers manage most of his accounts on a discretionary basis, clients have the
right to put reasonable restrictions on certain types of investments.

Once the portfolio is determine United Brokers will continue monitoring the portfolio and
reallocate the investments if needed. Periodically, we send information to our client with the
portfolio’s performance. Once a year we meet again with the client and discuss possible
changes in his objectives or profiles.

In UNITED BROKERS we have adopted the CFA Code of Ethics and the Standards of
Professional Conduct. This is an international recognized Code of Ethics that is used and
adopted across the entire financial industry. Some of United Brokers employers are CFA
candidates and must comply with the full version of the Code. Others are regulated only by the
correspondent items that don’t apply to the candidates in particular.



This code complies with a broad set of topics relating to investing, trading, analyzing and with
the proper conduct that employers must have when acting on behalf of their clients or
prospective clients.

The code is available to any client upon request and every employer must have a thorough
knowledge of it. United Brokers personnel are periodically updated and well-informed regarding
ethics and proper conducts.

Regarding the possible conflicts of interest that may arise during the financial advice process
the code and United Brokers procedures are developed in order to minimize wrong conducts or
ethics faults. Analysts and financial advisors are prohibited of owning and trading securities
which are recommending. In case this rule is impossible to comply with, they are obligated to
disclose their actual positions to their clients.

When the firm or an employer or a related person is going to participate in the same trade with a
client the trade is only done when the client is always benefited in relation with the firm. The
priority of transactions chapter of the Code assures that any conflict of interest will always be
resolved in the benefit of the client. Conflicts of interest arising from compensations and fees
are informed and disclosed to the clients.

The first thing we do when a client wants to open an account with us is a meeting where we set
the goals and risk tolerance that he is willing to assume. Together with the client we assigned
him a profile: conservative, aggressive, moderate.

Thanks to a good communication with the client, we can sense what they are looking for and
offer him appropriate strategies to the objectives and customer needs.

In a second stage we offer the client different investment portfolios with different options for him
to choose the one that best suits to his needs and risk tolerance.

Periodically, we send to the customer reports with the performance of their portfolio. Also once
a year we organize a meeting with the client to review the objectives of the account and
establishing new strategies.

Sara Goldring and Martin Cukier (Trader) are continually monitoring accounts.

United Brokers maintains business relationship with Pershing and Wells Fargo and therefore
Pershing and Wells Fargo sends detailed statements and confirmations to clients. We always
encourage clients to review their account statements.

This is usually related to the risk the
client wants to take and the suitability of the investments regarding the time frame, buying
power and the other factors that determine the client profile.
