Advisory Business

Edge Portfolio Management, LLC (“EPM”) is an SEC registered investment advisor with
its principal place of business in Winfield, Illinois. EPM has been in business since 2005
and is principally owned by Edward James Meek, Stbo Radisavljevic, and John M. Smith
IV.

Investment Supervisory Services — General Information

Prior to engaging to provide any of the following investment advisory services, the client
will be required to enter into one or more written agreements with EPM setting forth the
terms and conditions under which EPM shall render its services. This contract will remain
in effect unless terminated by either party upon written notice. The client may make
additions to and withdrawals from the account at any time, subject to EPM’s right to
terminate an account. Clients may withdraw account assets on notice to EPM, subject to
the usual and customary securities settlement procedures. However, EPM designs its
portfolios as long-term investments and assets withdrawals may impair the achievement of
a client’s investment objectives.

A copy of EPM’s privacy policy notice and a written disclosure statement that meets the
requirements of Rule 204-3 of the Investment Advisers Act of 1940, as amended
(“Advisers Act”), will be provided to each client prior to the execution of the Agreement.
Any client who has not received a copy of EPM’s written disclosure statement at least
forty-eight (48) hours prior to executing the Agreement will have five (5) business days
subsequent to executing the agreement to terminate EPM’s services without penalty.

EPM’s clients are advised to promptly notify EPM if there are ever any changes in their
financial situation or investment objectives or if they wish to impose any reasonable
restrictions upon EPM’s management services. As a general matter, EPM does not accept
client direction for restrictions on the type of securities to be purchased or sold or the
particular security. However, EPM will make every effort to accommodate such a request.

EPM determines its recommendations for the clients’ portfolios by the following methods:
Portfolio Management Agreement (including Exhibits A and B), Annual Investment

Objectives questionnaire, and in person meetings.

A. Discretionary Management

EPM provides investment management services to individuals, pension and profit sharing
plans, trusts, estates, charitable organizations, corporations and business entities on a fee
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basis, which may include fees based on assets under management and the performance of
the client’s portfolio.

EPM offers advice on most securities. However, EPM intends to primarily allocate its
clients’ investment management assets on a discretionary basis among mutual funds,
exchange traded funds, exchange traded notes, options, individual bonds and pooled
investment vehicles (such as hedge funds) and Independent Managers (as defined below) in
accordance with the investment objectives of the client. As further discussed in response
to Item 12 (below), EPM shall generally recommend that clients utilize the brokerage and
clearing services of Fidelity Investments and its affiliates (collectively referred to as
“Fidelity”) for investment management accounts.

EPM may only implement its investment management recommendations after the client
has arranged for and furnished EPM with all information and authorization regarding
accounts with appropriate financial institutions. Financial institutions include, but are not
limited to, Fidelity, any other broker-dealer recommended by EPM, broker-dealer directed
by the client, trust companies, banks etc. (collectively referred to herein as the “Financial
Institution(s)”).

B. Non Discretionary Management

EPM may also render non-discretionary investment management services to clients similar
to the portfolio management it conducts for its discretionary clients. In these
arrangements, EPM will seek the client’s approval prior to implementing any trade
recommendation.

In addition, EPM will conduct non-discretionary management relative to all registrations
available at Financial Institutions including but not limited to: (1) vatiable life/annuity
products that they may own and/or (2) their individual employer-sponsored retirement
plans. In so doing, EPM either directs or recommends the allocation of client assets
among the various mutual fund subaccounts that comprise the variable life/annuity
product, or retirement plan. The client assets will be maintained at either the specific
insurance company that issued the variable life/annuity product which is owned by the
client, or at the custodian designated by the sponsor of the client’s retirement plan.

In addition, if the client requests it, EPM may provide consulting services regarding non-
investment related matters, such as estate planning, tax planning, insurance, etc. Neither
EPM, nor any of its representatives, serves as an attorney or accountant and no portion of
EPM’s services should be construed as same. To the extent requested by a client, EPM
may recommend the services of other professionals for certain non-investment
implementation purposes (i.e. attorneys, accountants, insurance, etc.). The client is under
no obligation to engage the services of any such recommended professional and is free to
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accept or reject any EPM recommendation.

C. Third Party Money Manager Selection

EPM may recommend that certain clients authorize the active discretionary management
of a portion of their assets by and/or among certain independent investment manager(s)
either directly or through a wrap fee program (“Independent Manager(s)”), based upon the
investment objectives stated by the client. If a client chooses to engage an Independent
Manager(s), the terms and conditions of the engagement may be set forth in written
agreements between (1) the client and EPM and/or (2) the client and the designated
Independent Manager(s) and/or wrap fee program sponsor. EPM will continue to render
advisory services to the client relative to the ongoing monitoring and review of account
performance. For these services EPM will receive an annual advisory fee based upon a
percentage of the market value of the assets being managed by the designated Independent
Manager(s). Factors that EPM considers in recommending Independent Manager(s) include the
client’s stated investment objective(s), management style, performance, reputation,
financial strength, reporting, and pricing.

In addition to EPM’s written disclosure statement, the client will also receive the written
disclosure statement of the designated Independent Manager(s) and wrap fee program sponsor
(if applicable). Some Independent Manager(s) may impose more restrictive account
requirements and varied billing practices than EPM. In such instances, EPM may alter its
corresponding account requirements and/or billing practices to accommodate those of the
Independent Manager(s) or wrap fee program sponsor.

D. Edge Tactical Portfolios: Sub-advisory Services

Alternatively, EPM may act as an Independent Manager, or sub-advisor, for a client already
utilizing an outside advisor. If a client chooses to engage EPM as an Independent Manager
the terms and conditions of the engagement will be set forth in separate written
agreements between (1) the client and their Advisor and (2) the client and EPM (as a
designated Independent Manager). For these services, the advisor will receive an annual
advisory fee based upon a percentage of the market value of the client assets managed by
EPM. In this arrangement, EPM will follow the signals set by a third-party adviser for
management of its clients’ assets. EPM will be responsible for client management as well
as determining the suitability of certain client trades and portfolios.

Assets Under Management

As of 2/28/2014, EPM had $ 184,892,861.41 under management on a discretionary basis
in 371 accounts. EPM had $ 32,035,344.57 in 41 accounts on a non-discretionary basis.

Fees and Compensation

General Information about Fees

EPM generally imposes a minimum annual fee for providing investment management
services. The specific minimum will depend on the type of services EPM has been
engaged to provide, as further discussed above. These minimum fees may make EPM’s
service impractical for clients with smaller portfolios. EPM, in its sole discretion, may
waive its minimum annual fee based upon certain criteria including anticipated future
earning capacity, anticipated future additional assets, dollar amount of assets to be
managed, related accounts, account composition, pre-existing client, account retention,
and pro bono activities.

EPM renders investment management services on a fee basis. EPM charges an annual fee
based upon a percentage of the market value of the assets being managed by EPM (“base
tee”). EPM may also charge certain qualified clients a performance-based fee in
accordance with the requirements set forth in applicable laws, rules, and regulations. For
more details on performance-based fees, please see the section of this brochure entitled
“Performance-Based Fees and Side-By-Side Management” in Section 6 of this ADV Part2.

EPM’s annual fee is exclusive of, and in addition to brokerage commissions, transaction
fees, and other related costs and expenses which the client will incur. However, EPM does
not receive any portion of these commissions, fees, and costs.

Direct Management Fees

EPM’s fees are prorated and charged quartetly, in arrears, based upon the market value of
the assets on the last day of the previous quarter. The annual fee varies depending upon
the market value of the assets under management and the type of investment services to
be rendered, as follows:

EPM’s total portfolio management services are subject to a
minimum annual fee of $7,500.

Independent Managers’ Fees

The investment management fees charged by the designated Independent Manager(s),
together with the fees charged by the wrap fee program sponsor and corresponding
designated broker-dealer/custodian of the client’s assets, may be exclusive of, and in
addition to, EPM’s investment advisory fee described above. As discussed above, the
client may incur additional fees beyond those charged by EPM, the designated Independent
Manager(s), wrap tee program sponsor (if applicable), and corresponding broker-dealer and
custodian.

If EPM refers a client to certain Independent Manager(s) where EPM’s compensation is
included in the advisory fee charged by such Independent Manager(s) and the client engages
those Independent Manager(s), EPM will be compensated for its services by receiving a fee
paid directly by the Independent Manager(s) in accordance with the requirements of Rule
206(4)-3 of the Investment Advisers Act of 1940, as amended, and any corresponding state
securities laws, rules, regulations, or requirements. Any such fee will be paid solely from
the Independent Manager(s) investment management fee or the program fee of the wrap fee
program (as appropriate), and will not result in any additional charge to the client.

Additionally, certain Independent Manager(s) may impose more restrictive account
requirements and varying billing practices than EPM. In such instances, EPM may alter its
corresponding account requirements and/or billing practices to accommodate those of the
Independent Manager(s) or wrap fee program sponsor.

Edge Tactical Portfolios Fee Structure

When EPM acts as a sub-adviser to third party adviser and follows their signals for
portfolio management, it will charge a different fee structure. In general, Edge will charge
a management fee of 1.4% for its annual fee. Fees will be charged, quarterly in arrears,
the same as Discretionary Management.

Transaction Costs

Clients may incur certain charges imposed by the Financial Institution(s) and other third
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parties such as fees charged by Independent Managers (as defined below), custodial fees,
charges imposed directly by a mutual fund or exchange traded fund on the account, which
are disclosed in the fund’s prospectus (e.g., fund management fees and other fund
expenses), deferred sales charges, odd-lot differentials, transfer taxes, wire transfer and
electronic fund fees, and other fees and taxes on brokerage accounts and securities
transactions. Additionally, for assets outside of any wrap fee programs, clients may incur
brokerage commissions and transaction fees. Such charges, fees and commissions are
exclusive of and in addition to EPM’s fee.

Debiting and Pro-rating of Fee

EPM’s Agreement and/or the separate agreement with the Financial Institution(s) may
authorize EPM through the Financial Institution(s) to debit the client’s account for the
amount of EPM’s fee and to directly remit that management fee to EPM in accordance
with applicable custody rules. The Financial Institution(s) recommended by EPM have agreed
to send a statement to the client, at least quarterly, indicating all amounts disbursed from
the account including the amount of management fees paid directly to EPM.

For the initial quarter of investment management services, the fees will be calculated on a
pro rata basis. The Agreement between EPM and the client will continue until terminated by
either party pursuant to the terms of the Agreement. EPM’s annual fee will be prorated
through the date of termination and any remaining balance will be charged or refunded to
the client, as appropriate, in a timely manner.




Performance-Based Fees and Side-By-Side Management

Where EPM enters into arrangements where performance-based fees are assessed for
advisory services, clients must have at least $750,000 under EPM management or the client
must certify to EPM that they have a net worth of at least $1,500,000 at the time of
entering into the performance-based fee arrangement. With such clients, EPM may enter
into arrangements where performance-based fees are assessed for advisory services in
addition to a fixed fee. The performance-based fee portion of the fee is generally equal to
10% of the net performance subject to a high-water mark. Performance-based fees are
charged quarterly in arrears. The fixed fee portion will be quoted based on the schedule
below:

EPM’s performance based management services are subject to a
minimum annual fee of $3,750.

As further discussed above, EPM generally imposes a minimum annual fee for its
investment management services. EPM, in its sole discretion, may negotiate to waive its
stated account minimum or charge a lesser management fee based upon certain criteria
(i.e., anticipated future earning capacity, anticipated future additional assets, dollar amount
of assets to be managed, related accounts, account composition, pre-existing client,
account retention, pro bono activities, etc.).

There is an inherent conflict of interest in managing performance-based accounts
alongside of non-performance based fee accounts. There is an incentive to favor accounts
for which Edge receives a performance fee thereby increasing its compensation. EPM
addresses this conflict by using block trading when the same securities are purchased for

both performance-based and non-performance based fee accounts in order to ensure fair
allocation.




Types of Clients

EPM generally provides investment management services to individuals, pension and
profit sharing plans, trusts, estates, charitable organizations, corporations and business
entities.

EPM generally imposes a minimum annual fee for providing investment management
services. The specific minimum will depend on the type of services EPM has been
engaged to provide, as further discussed above. These minimum fees may have the effect
of making EPM’s service impractical for clients with smaller portfolios. EPM, in its sole
discretion, may waive its minimum annual fee based upon certain criteria including
anticipated future earning capacity, anticipated future additional assets, dollar amount of
assets to be managed, related accounts, account composition, pre-existing client, account
retention, and pro bono activities.




Methods of Analysis, Investment Strategies and Risk of Loss

Methods of Analysis, Sources of Information, and Investment Strategies

EPM uses a variety of security analysis methods including: fundamental, technical and
cyclical factors. EPM obtains information from financial newspapers and magazines,
research materials, annual reports, company filings and press releases. EPM primarily
implements the investment strategy through long and short term purchases, but at times
will also utilize trading (securities sold within 30 days). To a lesser extent, EPM may
conduct short sales, option trades or invest on margin.

In addition, EPM advises on inverse ETFs which are leveraged long and short funds that
are designed to perform in an inverse relationship to certain market indices. Due to the
leverage component of the ETFs, there may be additional risk to such investments.

In addition, EPM may recommend that clients that are “accredited investors™ as defined
under Rule 501 of the Securities Act of 1933, as amended, invest in private placement
securities, which may include debt, equity, and/or pooled investment vehicles when
consistent with the client’s investment objectives. These private placement securities
involve a high degree of risk due primarily to the fact that the securities themselves are not
liquid and the securities in which the pool may invest are not liquid as well. These
securities should be purchased only by those who can bear the long-term illiquidity of the
investment as well as the possibility of the entire loss of their investment.

In addition, in its Edge Tactical Portfolios service, Edge may implement the buy and sell
signals of a third party adviser.

Please note that all investment programs have certain risks that are borne by the investor.
Our investment approach constantly keeps the risk of loss in mind. Investors face the
following investment risks:

e Interest-rate Risk: Fluctuations in interest rates may cause investment prices to
fluctuate. For example, when interest rates rise, yields on existing bonds become
less attractive, causing their market values to decline.

e Market Risk: The price of a security, bond, or mutual fund may drop in reaction to
tangible and intangible events and conditions. This type of risk is caused by
external factors independent of a security’s particular underlying circumstances. For
example, political, economic and social conditions may trigger market events.




e Inflation Risk: When any type of inflation is present, a dollar today will not buy as
much as a dollar next year, because purchasing power is eroding at the rate of
inflation.

e Currency Risk: Overseas investments are subject to fluctuations in the value of the
dollar against the currency of the investment’s originating country. This is also
referred to as exchange rate risk.

e Reinvestment Risk: This is the risk that future proceeds from investments may have
to be reinvested at a potentially lower rate of return (i.e. interest rate). This
primarily relates to fixed income securities.

e Business Risk: These risks are associated with a particular industry or a particular
company within an industry. For example, oil-drilling companies depend on finding
oil and then refining it, a lengthy process, before they can generate a profit. They
carry a higher risk of profitability than an electric company, which generates its
income from a steady stream of customers who buy electricity no matter what the
economic environment is like.

e Liquidity Risk: Liquidity is the ability to readily convert an investment into cash.
Generally, assets are more liquid if many traders are interested in a standardized
product. For example, Treasury Bills are highly liquid, while real estate properties
are not. Other examples of illiquid securities include private placement securities,
including hedge fund or pooled vehicle interests.

Different types of investments involve varying degrees of risk, and it should not be
assumed that future performance of any specific investment or investment strategy
(including the investments and/or investment strategies recommended or undertaken by
EPM) will be profitable or equal any specific performance level(s).

Please Note: Options Transactions

Although the intent of the options-related transactions that may be implemented by EPM
is to produce current income and/or to hedge against principal risk, certain of the options-
related strategies (i.e. straddles, short positions, etc.), may, in and of themselves, produce
principal volatility and/or risk. Thus, a client must be willing to accept these enhanced
volatility and principal risks associated with such strategies. In light of these enhanced
risks, client may direct EPM, in writing, not to employ any or all such strategies for
his/her/their/its accounts.
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Please Note: Use of Margin

To the extent that a client authorizes the use of margin, and margin is thereafter employed
by EPM in the management of the client’s investment portfolio, the market value of the
client’s account and corresponding fee payable by the client to EPM may be increased. As
a result, in addition to understanding and assuming the additional principal risks associated
with the use of margin, clients authorizing margin are advised of the potential conflict of
interest whereby the client’s decision to employ margin will correspondingly increase the
management fee payable to EPM. Accordingly, the decision to employ margin is left
totally to the discretion of the client.
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Disciplinary Information

Neither EPM nor its owners, Edward James Meek, Srbo Radisavljevic, or John M. Smith
IV, have any disciplinary information to report.
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Other Financial Industry Activities and Affiliations

Certain of EPM’s Adyisory Affiliates, in their individual capacities, are also licensed
insurance agents with various insurance companies. As such they may recommend, on a
tully-disclosed commission basis, the purchase of certain insurance products. While EPM
does not sell such insurance products to its investment advisory clients, EPM does permit
its Advisory Affiliates, in their individual capacities as licensed insurance agents, to sell
insurance products to its investment advisory clients.

A conflict of interest exists to the extent that EPM recommends the purchase of insurance
products where EPM’s _Advisory Affiliates receive insurance commissions; however no
advisory client is under obligation to retain EPM’s _Advisory Affiliates for these additional
services unless it fits their financial goals, strategies and/or objectives.
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Code of Ethics, Participation or Interest in Client Transactions and Personal
Trading

In accordance with Section 204A and 204A-1 of the Investment Advisers Act of 1940,
EPM maintains and enforces written policies reasonably designed to prevent the misuse of
material non-public information by EPM. This investment policy is part of EPM’s overall
Code of Ethics, which serves to establish a standard of business conduct for all of EPM’s
Associated Persons that is based upon fundamental principles of openness, integrity,
honesty and trust.

EPM’s Code requires that all employees conduct themselves with integrity and dignity and
act in an ethical manner in dealings with the public, clients, customers, employers,
employees and fellow financial professionals. The Code of Ethics also addresses the issues
of personal securities transactions, the confidentiality of and the safeguarding of client
information, the payment or receipt of gifts by EPM or its associated persons and the
prohibition of the use of inside information. The Code also mandates the initial, annual
and quarterly reporting of personal securities transactions. If an employee does not
comply with the Code of Ethics, the employee may receive disciplinary action including
termination of employment. A copy of EPM’s Code of Ethics is available for clients upon
request.
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Brokerage Practices

Brokerage Practices - Generally

In general, EPM recommends the use of Fidelity Investment services, Inc. (“Fidelity”) as
custodian and broker-dealer for its clients’ trades. Factors which EPM considers in
recommending Fidelity or any other broker-dealer to clients include their respective
tinancial strength, reputation, execution, pricing, research, and service. Fidelity enables
EPM to obtain many mutual funds without transaction charges and other securities at
nominal transaction charges. The commissions and/or transaction fees charged by Fidelity
may be higher or lower than those charged by other broker-dealers.

Clients may incur transaction costs in addition to any commissions charged by the broker-
dealer when securities traded over-the-counter are affected on their behalf through the
broker-dealer on an agency basis. Broker custody of client assets may limit or eliminate
EPM’s ability to obtain best price and execution of transactions in over-the-counter
securities.

A. Soft Dollars

Edge has no soft dollar arrangements with any broker-dealer to effect its clients’ securities
transactions through that broker-dealer. Consistent with obtaining best execution,
brokerage transactions may be directed to certain broker-dealers in return for investment
research products and/or services which assist EPM in its investment decision-making
process. Such research generally will be used to service all of EPM’s clients, but brokerage
commissions paid by one client may be used to pay for research that is not used in
managing that client’s portfolio. The receipt of investment research products and/or
services as well as the allocation of the benefit of such investment research products
and/or services poses a conflict of interest.

The commissions paid by EPM clients will comply with EPM’s duty to obtain “best
execution.” However, despite where EPM has determined, in good faith, that the
commission is reasonable in relation to the value of the brokerage and research services, a
client may pay a commission that is higher than another qualified broker-dealer might
charge for the same transaction. In seeking best execution, the determinative factor is not
the lowest possible cost, but whether the transaction represents the best qualitative
execution, taking into consideration the full range of a broker-dealer’s services, including
the value of research provided, execution capability, commission rates, and responsiveness.
Therefore while EPM will seek competitive rates, it may not necessarily obtain the lowest
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possible commission rates for client transactions.

Although it is not a material consideration when determining whether a client would
benefit from utilizing the services of a particular broker-dealer/custodian, EPM may
receive from Fidelity, without cost (and/or at a discount) support services and/or products
that would help EPM to better monitor and service client accounts maintained by that
particular broker-dealer/custodian. Included within the support services that may be
obtained by EPM are the following: investment-related research, pricing information,
market data, software and other technology that provide access to client account data,
compliance and/or practice management-related publications, discounted or gratis
consulting services, discounted and/or gratis attendance at conferences, meetings, and
other educational and/or software, and/or other products used by EPM in furtherance of
its investment advisory business operations.

As indicated above, some support services and/or products 7zay be received to assist EPM
in managing and administering client accounts. Others do not directly provide such
assistance, but rather assist EPM to manage and further develop its business enterprise.
EPM’s clients do not pay more for investment transactions effected and/or assets
maintained at Fidelity as a result of this arrangement. There is no corresponding
commitment made by EPM to Fidelity or any other entity to invest any specific amount or
percentage of client assets in any specific mutual funds, securities or other products as a
result of the above arrangement.

B. Directed Brokerage

If the client requests EPM to arrange for the execution of securities brokerage transactions
for the client’s account, EPM will direct such transactions through broker-dealers that
EPM reasonably believes will produce best execution. EPM will periodically and
systematically review its policies and procedures regarding recommending broker-dealers
to its client in light of its duty to obtain best execution.

The client may direct EPM in writing to use a particular broker-dealer to execute some or
all transactions for the client. In that case, the client will negotiate terms and arrangements
for the account with that broker-dealer, and EPM will not seek better execution services or
prices from other broker-dealers or be able to “batch” client transactions for execution
through other broker-dealers with orders for other accounts managed by EPM (as
described below). As a result, the client may pay higher commissions or other transaction
costs or greater spreads, or receive less favorable net prices on transactions for the account
than would otherwise be the case. Subject to its duty of best execution, EPM may decline
a client’s request to direct brokerage if, in EPM’s sole discretion, such directed brokerage
arrangements would result in additional operational difficulties.
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C. Trade Aggregation

Transactions for each client generally will be effected independently, unless EPM decides
to purchase or sell the same securities for several clients at approximately the same time.
EPM may (but is not obligated to) combine or “batch” such orders to obtain best
execution, to negotiate more favorable commission rates, or to allocate equitably among
EPM’s clients differences in prices and commissions or other transaction costs that might
have been obtained had such orders been placed independently. Under this procedure,
transactions will generally be averaged as to price and allocated among EPM’s clients pro
rata to the purchase and sale orders placed for each client on any given day. Clients’
transaction costs, however, are a function of their commission schedule based upon
trading volume, asset size or confirmation receipt method. Therefore, not all clients will
pay the same commission price per trade on a blocked trade.

To the extent that EPM determines to aggregate client orders for the purchase or sale of
securities, including securities in which EPM’s Adpisory Affiliate(s) may invest, EPM shall
generally do so in accordance with applicable rules promulgated under the Advisers Act
and no-action guidance provided by the statf of the U.S. Securities and Exchange
Commission. EPM shall not receive any additional compensation or remuneration as a
result of the aggregation. In the event that EPM determines that a prorated allocation is
not appropriate under the particular circumstances, the allocation will be made based upon
other relevant factors, which may include: (i) when only a small percentage of other order
is executed, shares may be allocated to the account with the smallest order or the smallest
position or to an account that is out of line with respect to security or sector weightings
relative to other portfolios, with similar mandates; (ii) allocations may be given to one
account when one account has limitations in its investment guidelines which prohibit it
from purchasing other securities which are expected to produce similar investment results
and can be purchased by other accounts; (iii) if an account reaches an investment guideline
limit and cannot participate in an allocation, shares may be reallocated to other accounts
(this may be due to unforeseen changes in an account’s assets after an order is placed); (iv)
with respect to sale allocations, allocations may be given to accounts low in chase; (v) in
cases when a pro rata allocation of a potential execution would result in a de mininis
allocation in one or more accounts, EPM may exclude the account(s) from the allocation;
the transactions may be executed on a pro rata basis among the remaining accounts; or (vi)
in cases where a small proportion of an order is executed in all accounts, shares may be
allocated to one or more accounts on a random basis.

D. Trade Errors

EPM corrects all trade errors through a Trade Error Account at Fidelity. Fidelity will net
gains and losses on such errors through that Error Account. Therefore, EPM’s account
will pay for any loss for an incorrect trade’ conversely, EPM will receive any gain on an
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incorrect trade. By the fact that Fidelity nets out gains before EPM pays losses, EPM has
received a benefit from this arrangement.

E. Brokerage for Client Referrals

Edge has no arrangements whereby it directs brokerage to certain broker-dealers in
exchange for client referrals.

Class Action Lawsuits

From time to time, securities held in the accounts of clients will be subject of class action
lawsuits. EPM has no obligation to determine if securities held by the client are subject to
a pending or resolved class action lawsuit. It also has no duty to evaluate a client’s
eligibility or to submit a claim to participate in the proceeds of a securities class action
settlement or verdict. Furthermore, EPM has no obligation or responsibility to initiate
litigation to recover damages on behalf of clients who may have been injured as a result of
actions, misconduct, or negligence by corporate management of issuers whose securities
are held by clients.

Where EPM receives written ot electronic notice of a class action lawsuit, settlement, or
verdict affecting securities owned by a client, it will forward all notices, proof of claim
forms, and other materials, to the client. Electronic mail is acceptable where appropriate if
the client has authorized contact in this manner.

In addition, representatives of EPM may receive payments from the various hedge funds
in which EPM’s clients are invested. However, all fees or commissions received in these
arrangements are rebated back to the appropriate client in full, after broker-dealer fees are
applied, and neither EPM nor any of its representatives keep any portion of the described
payments. EPM’s Chief Compliance Officer, Edward Meek remains available to address
any questions that a client or prospective client may have regarding the above arrangement
and any corresponding perceived conflict of interest any such arrangement may create.
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Review of Accounts

EPM monitors client portfolios as part of an ongoing process while regular account
reviews are conducted on at least a quarterly basis. Such reviews are conducted by the
Principals of EPM, Edward James Meek, Srbo Radisavljevic or John M. Smith IV. All
investment advisory clients are encouraged to discuss their needs, goals, and objectives
with their adviser and to keep Edge informed of any changes thereto. EPM will contact
ongoing investment advisory clients at least annually to review its previous services and/or
recommendations and to discuss the impact resulting from any changes in the client’s
financial situation and/or investment objectives.

Unless otherwise agreed upon, clients are provided with transaction confirmation notices
and regular summary account statements directly from the broker-dealer or custodian for
the client accounts. Those clients to whom Edge provides investment advisory services
will also receive a report from Edge that may include such relevant account and/or market-
related information such as an inventory of account holdings and account performance on
a quarterly basis. We urge our clients to carefully compare the information provided on
these statements with custodial statements to ensure that all accounts transactions, holdings
and values are correct and current.
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Client Referrals and Other Compensation

If a client is introduced to EPM by either an unaffiliated or an affiliated solicitor, EPM ay
pay that solicitor a referral fee in accordance with the requirements or Rule 206(4)-3 of the
Investment Advisers Act of 1940, and any corresponding state securities law requirements.
Any such referral fee shall be paid solely from EPM’s investment management fee, and
shall not result in any additional charge to the client. If the client is introduced to EPM by
an unaffiliated solicitor, the solicitor, at the time of the solicitation, shall disclose the nature
of his/her/its solicitor relationship, and shall provide each prospective client with a copy
of EPM’s written disclosure statement together with a copy of the written disclosure
statement from the solicitor disclosing the terms of the solicitation arrangement between
EPM and the solicitor, including the compensation to be received by the solicitor from
EPM.

In addition, representatives of EPM may receive payments from the various hedge funds
in which EPM’s clients are invested. However, all fees or commissions received in these
arrangements are rebated back to the appropriate client in full, after broker-dealer fees are
applied, and neither EPM nor any of its representatives keep any portion of the described
payments.
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Custody

EPM does not accept custody of any client assets. All assets under EPM's management
are held at a qualified custodian. Clients receive statements at least quarterly directly from
the custodian. In addition to the periodic statements that clients receive directly from their
custodians, we also provide account statements to our clients on a quarterly basis. We urge
our clients to carefully compare the information provided on these statements with
custodial statements to ensure that all accounts transactions, holdings and values are
correct and current.
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Investment Discretion

Advisory services provided by EPM will be on either a discretionary or non-discretionary
basis as determined by the client and evidenced via a written and signed Investment
Management Agreement. Non-discretionary client accounts means that a client must
approve in advance any transaction order to be placed by EPM on the client’s behalf.
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Voting Client Securities

As a matter of firm policy, EPM does not vote client securities on behalf of clients.
Clients are responsible for instructing each custodian of the assets to forward to the client
copies of all proxies and shareholder communications relating to the client’s investment
assets. However, at the client’s request, EPM may offer clients advice regarding corporate
actions and the exercise of proxy voting rights.
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Financial Information

Neither EPM nor any of its management personnel has been the subject of a bankruptcy
petition at any time during the past ten years. EPM has no financial circumstances to
repott.
