The Registrant doegrovide financial planning, estate
planning, insurance planning, or investment or muestment related consulting services.

In 2013, Paul Montgomery became a less than 50%oinrthe Firm.

The Registrant generally allocates the investmeartagement assets of its clients, on an active

Scotia Partners, LLC has adopted a Code of Etbicalf supervised persons of the Registrant
describing its high standard of business condunct,figduciary duty to its clients. The Code of
Ethics includes provisions relating to the confidkgdity of client information, a prohibition on
insider trading, restrictions on the acceptancggfificant gifts and the reporting of certain gift
and business entertainment items, and personalitsestrading procedures, among other
things. All supervised persons at the Registrargtracknowledge the terms of the Code of
Ethics annually, or as amended.

The Registrananticipates that, in appropriate circumstancessistent with clients’ investment
objectives, it will cause accounts over which thregRtrant has management authority to effect,
and will recommend to investment advisory clientpmspective clients, the purchase or sale of
securities in which the Registrant, its affiliatagl/or clients, directly or indirectly, have a
position of interest. The Registrant’'s employees persons associated with the Registrant are
required to follow the Registrant’s Code of EthiSsibject to satisfying this policy and
applicable laws, officers, directors and employefethe Registrant and its affiliates may trade
for their own accounts in securities which are nagw@nded to and/or purchased for the
Registrant’s clients. The Code of Ethics is desigizeassure that the personal securities
transactions, activities and interests of the eygss of the Registrant will not interfere with (i)
making decisions in the best interest of advisdignts and (ii) implementing such decisions
while, at the same time, allowing employees to gtver their own accounts. Under the Code
certain classes of securities have been desigaategempt transactions, based upon a
determination that these would materially not ifeer with the best interest of the Registrant’s
clients.
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Exceptions are made for transactions in secutitggiing in sufficiently broad markets to permit
transactions to be completed without any appreeiabpact on the markets of the securities, as
well as for open-end mutual funds and/or the inwesit subdivisions which may comprise a
variable insurance product, as these instrumentpuaichased and redeemed at a fixed net asset
value price per share specific to the date of paselor redemption.

In addition, the Code requires pre-clearance ofyntie@nsactions, and restricts trading in close
proximity to client trading activity. Nonethelesscause the Code of Ethics in some
circumstances would permit employees to inveshénsame securities as clients, there is a
possibility that employees might benefit from mar&etivity by a client in a security held by an
employee. Employee trading is continually monitouader the Code of Ethics, and to
reasonably prevent conflicts of interest betweenRRgistrant and its clients.

Certain affiliated accounts may trade in the saewisties with client accounts on an aggregated
basis when consistent with the Registrant’s ohiligedf best execution. In such circumstances,
the affiliated and client accounts will share corssion costs equally and receive securities at a
total average price. The Registrant will retaicorels of the trade order (specifying each
participating account) and its allocation, whichlwe completed prior to the entry of the
aggregated order. Completed orders will be allatatespecified in the initial trade order.
Partially filled orders will be allocated on a pata basis. Any exceptions will be explained on
the Order.

It is the Registrant’s policy that the Registraiit mot affect any principal or agency cross
securities transactions for client accounts. Thgi®eant will also not cross trades between
client accounts. Principal transactions are gelyetafined as transactions where an adviser,
acting as principal for its own account or the acttof an affiliated broker-dealer, buys from or
sells any security to any advisory client. A pijpad transaction may also be deemed to have
occurred if a security is crossed between an atifii hedge fund and another client account. An
agency cross transaction is defined as a transasti@re a person acts as an investment adviser
in relation to a transaction in which the investirauaviser, or any person controlled by or under
common control with the investment adviser, actbrager for both the advisory client and for
another person on the other side of the transac#@ency cross transactions may arise where
an adviser is dually registered as a broker-dealbias an affiliated broker-dealer.
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Item 12 — Brokerage Practices

As an investment advisory firm, Scotia PartnersClias a fiduciary and fundamental duty to
seek best execution for client transactions. Tégiftrant, as a matter of policy and practice,
seeks to obtain best execution for client traneastii.e. seeking to obtain not necessarily the
lowest commission, but the best overall qualitaéxecution in the particular circumstances.
The Registrant considers the full range and qualfity broker-dealer’s services, including
execution capability, commission rates, the valuany research, financial responsibility, and
responsiveness, among other things.

The Registrant, as a matter of policy and practioes not have any formal or informal
arrangements or commitments to utilize researcdeareh related products and other services
obtained from broker-dealers, or third partiesamoft dollar commission basis.

The Registrant does not have authority to determitout obtaining specific client consent,
either the broker-dealer to be used or the comonssites paid.

Although not a material consideration when detemgrwhether to recommend that a client
utilize the services of a particular broker-dealestodian, the Registrant may receive from
certain broker-dealers/custodians, without costif@mat a discount), support service and/or
products, which assist the Registrant to betteritnoand service client accounts maintained at a
particular broker-dealer/custodian.

While there is no direct linkage between the inwesit advice given and the use of the
investment products utilized inside the Registsaptoprietary investment strategies, economic
benefits are received which would not be receivéde Registrant did not give investment
advice to clients. These benefits, which are edseived by other Registered Investment
Advisor Firms using the same products include {@nalance at seminars at which sponsors of
the investment products offer economic analysisiasiuction on asset allocation strategies and
practice management. The Registrant pays alréiveltand hotel costs for members attending
these seminars. The product sponsors providenastiat no charge to the Registrant or the
other attendees at such seminars, the speakefadalitces for the seminar, luncheons and
dinners, and the materials distributed at the sarsjr(b) access to certain areas of the
investment product sponsors’ websites which pemading features developed for investment
professionals; and (c) other services and benefits.

Clifford J. Montgomery, CFA, representing the Régist, is a member of the Rydex SGI
Dynamic Advisory Board. In this capacity, the Reigint receives access to Rydex SGI's
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AdvisorElite service, which seeks to offer a highdl of responsiveness and service to Rydex
SGI's best clients.

Item 13 — Review of Accounts

Clifford J. Montgomery, CFA, Managing Member/PolibaVianager continuously reviews the
underlying securities in each portfolio. Specdient portfolios are reviewed on an annual
basis. All clients are advised that it remainsrthesponsibility to advise the Registrant of any
changes in their investment objectives and/or frarsituation, or if they would like to impose,
add to, or modify any reasonable restrictions toiovestment advisory services. All clients are
encouraged to review their investment objectivesaatount performance with the Registrant
on an annual basis.

Each client receives a written quarterly statenfimmh the Registrant, indicating account value
and performance, and from the qualified custodiaticating account value, holdings, and
transactions.

Item 14 —Client Referrals and Other Compensation

Under the SEC Cash Solicitation Rule, Rule 2064l comparable rules adopted by most
states, investment advisors may compensate pergansolicit advisory clients for a firm if
appropriate agreements exist, specific disclosamesnade, and other conditions met under the
rules. Under the SEC rule, a solicitor is defiasd'any person who, directly or indirectly,
solicits any client for, or refers any client to, iavestment advisor”.

Scotia Partners enters into written agreements eattain individuals and entities who will act

as solicitors of Scotia’s investment advisory sesi Solicitors are compensated for referrals by
receiving a portion of the fee paid by clients tmt in accordance with a written solicitor’s
referral agreement which complies with the Fedexglilations as set forth in Rule 206(4)-3(a).
Such an agreement requires the IAR (Investmentsaih\Representative) to:
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1) Provide the client with a separate solicitor’s it disclosure document, which complies
with the federal regulations as set forth in Rué(@)-3(b) prior to or at the time of
entering into any advisory contract, and

2) Provide Scotia with a copy of a signed and datét@eledgement of receipt of the same
disclosure document by the client.

Licensed IAR’s with a broker dealer may receivénave received commissions for customer’s
initial purchase, depending on the strategy enteredby the client. Neither Scotia nor any
related person receives any portion of these cosioms.

Item 15 — Custody

Clients will receive at least quarterly statemdram the broker dealer, bank or other qualified
custodian that holds and maintains client’s investhassets. The Registramges you to
carefully review such statements and compare sfiiciab custodial records to the account
statements that we may provide to you. Our statésmaay vary from custodial statements
based on accounting procedures, reporting datesloation methodologies of certain
securities.

Item 16 — Investment Discretion

Scotia Partners, LLC receives discretionary authdrom the client at the outset of an advisory
relationship to select the identity and amountemfusities to be bought of sold. This is typically
achieved by the client executing a limited poweatbdrney. In all cases, however, such
discretion is to be exercised in a manner condistéh the stated investment objectives for the
particular client account.

When selecting securities and determining amotimésRegistrant observes the investment
policies, limitations and restrictions of the clieffior which it advises. For registered investment
companies, the Registrant’s authority to trade siesl may also be limited by certain federal
securities and tax laws that require diversifiqatd investments and favor the holding of
investments once made.
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This discretionary authority may include grantihg Registrant the authority to debit
management fees directly from the client’s investhaecounts. The client may also elect not to
grant the Registrant this authority.

Investment guidelines and restrictions must be idex/to the Registrant in writing.

Item 17 — Voting Client Securities

As a matter of firm policy and practice, the Registdoes not have any authority to and does
not vote proxies on behalf of advisory clients e@Gts retain the responsibility for receiving and
voting proxies for any and all securities maintdimne client portfolios.
