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ITEM 4: SERVICES, FEES AND COMPENSATION

Our Services

The purpose of this Brochure is to describe thepviea program we provide under our
proprietary investment management service thatalleMKD Wealth Strategies. A wrap fee
program is an investment program where you woujdysa as the sponsor of the program, a
single fee which covers the costs of investmentagament, brokerage, custody and any other
services provided under the program. MKD Wealtlat8gies provides clients with execution,
clearing, and custodial services, through Fidélgnagement Trust Company. MKD Wealth
Strategies program fees, minimum account requirésreerd additional information about our
firm are described in more detail below.

We offer ten strategies within MKD Wealth Strateggi€onstrained Return, Passive
Allocation, RIS’ Short Term Income Instruments, RI$ax Managed Income Strategy, RIS
Bond Strategy, RISMarket Strategy, RIBMulti-Asset Growth Strategy, Tactical Strategyl Al
Asset and Capital Asset Builder.

Constrained Return strategy is a risk adverse agprthat seeks modest returns in
exchange for highly active risk management; theesifiomay include frequent allocation shifts,
non-traditional asset classes and alternativeegfied. We use a multi-manager approach that is
designed to primarily preserve capital and acaeptdd equity market exposure when appro-
priate. The Tactical Strategy seeks to achievédalaappreciation through a globally diversified
portfolio of equity and fixed income markets angbismised on the principal that asset
allocation is the primary driver of returns. ThasBive Allocation strategy seek to capture the
returns of the equity and fixed income, real estaite commodities markets around the world.
All Asset seeks to allocate among a wide rangeetass a flexible and dynamic way to capture
return from a number of equity, fixed income ankeotsources. Capital Asset Builder uses a
multi-manager, multi-strategy approach that seelcapture returns of the global equity and
fixed asset markets. The managers may use aisajplihe to respond to changing market
conditions.

The RIS strategies use a protect and advance philosomigras to respond to
changing markets with a sell side discipline. Ve technical and fundamental factors to
maintain a focus on short-term, intermediate-tench lang-term market direction. Our decisions
are based on a disciplined, trend-following apphdacrationally view the cyclical nature,
patterns of returns and volatility of the finanaiadrkets.

If you choose to participate in MKD Wealth Strategiyou will sign a Discretionary
Investment Advisory Agreement with us which estsliis the general terms and conditions of
our engagement. We discuss your financial ne@umdial goals and objectives, risk tolerance
and other individual circumstances with you to daiae which strategy will meet your invest-
ment objectives. Under our agreement, you gratheigbility to determine, without obtaining
your specific consent, the securities to be booglsbld for your account(s) and the amount of
securities to be bought or sold. However, we agersuch discretion in a manner consistent
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with your stated investment objectives for the att@nd by considering the size of your ac-
count and your risk tolerance. Also, you may ingueasonable restrictions, in writing, on our
discretionary authority or place limitations on tigpes of investments for your account. You
must notify us promptly if there are ever any chemig your financial situation or investment
objectives or if you wish to impose any reasonaéstrictions upon our management services.

We charge our fee quarterly, in advance, based agmrcentage of the market value of
the assets in your account(s) under our manageonethie last day of the preceding quarter. Our
fee includes brokerage commissions, transactics) Beed other related costs and expenses. We
prorate the fee for your initial quarter startihg tday your assets are designated for our manage-
ment. Our fee varies depending upon the investstesiiegy and market value of the assets
under management.

Cash and short-term income instruments held insideMKD Wealth Strategy are billed
at the MKD Wealth Strategies Fee. The fee schdoh@akpoints apply to the amount in each
strategy group. Assets in different strategy gsoae not aggregated to determine fees. We
may, in our sole discretion, negotiate to chartgsser management fee based upon certain
criteria, such as client longevity, anticipatetlife earning capacity, anticipated future addi-
tional assets, dollar amount of assets to be mahagkated accounts, account composition, pre-
existing client, account retention, or pro bona\aties.

You may make additions to and withdrawals from yaccount at any time. Additions
may be in cash or securities provided that we vestre right to liquidate any transferred securi-
ties, or decline to accept particular securitig¢s your account. Generally, we prorate our fees
for each capital contribution of $50,000 or moredmduring the applicable calendar quarter.

If you deposit assets into an account during teeveeek of the quarter, we will waive the
adjustment. You may withdraw assets from your antby contacting us and we will provide
the appropriate paperwork required by the custotianitiate a withdrawal. Any withdrawal is
subject to the custodian’s usual and customaryrgEsusettlement procedures.
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We design our portfolios as long-term investments$ asset withdrawals may impair the
achievement of your investment objectives. We oasult with you about your options and
ramifications of transferring securities. You slibloe aware that when transferred securities are
liquidated, you may incur transaction fees, feesgssed at the mutual fund level (i.e., contingent
deferred sales charge) and/or taxes. You are megge for any transaction costs or fees, or
taxes due in connection with the liquidation ofeastment positions to facilitate cash or asset
withdrawals.

Direct Billing

Generally, you authorize us in the Discretionanebtment Advisory Agreement to
invoice your custodian directly for our fees andli@ct your custodian to deduct our fees from
your account. You will receive periodic statemendsn your custodian showing all amounts
disbursed from the account, including our fee. Yfmay withdraw this authorization for direct
billing of our fee at any time by notifying us ooy custodian in writing.

Fee Comparison

Our fee includes such services as portfolio manageigstock, bond and mutual fund
analysis, market analysis, asset allocation datssietc.), execution of various securities (mutual
funds, ETFs stocks, bonds, etc.), the custodiawsthly reports, account servicing, and
continuous account management. Participation irDMWMKealth Strategies may cost you more or
less than purchasing these services separatekly pdittifolio size and amount, number of
transactions made in your account, as well asdahextissions charged for each transaction, will
determine the relative cost of MKD Wealth Strategiersus paying for executions on a per
transaction basis and paying a separate fee fos@ghservices. Our fee may be higher or lower
than fees charged by other sponsors of companabdstment advisory programs.

Other Fee and Charges

In addition to our fee, you may incur other feed aharges imposed by third-parties,
including, but are not limited to, fees chargedybyr custodian, fund management and other
fees imposed directly by a mutual fund purchasegimr account as disclosed in the fund’s
prospectus, certain deferred sales charges onom®yipurchased mutual funds, transfer taxes,
wire transfer and electronic fund fees, check wgitiees, SEC expenses on securities
transactions, custodial termination fees, and dé®s and taxes on brokerage accounts and
securities transactions.

Aggregation of Orders

We may aggregate orders for securities transacsiods that all of our client accounts
invested in accordance with the same MKD Wealtht8tyy will be traded in a block trade. In
doing so, we strive to treat each of our clienidyfand will not favor one of our clients over
another. Each account that participates in aneggdged order will participate at the average
share price for all transactions ordered by usat $ecurity on a given business day. If an
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aggregated order is not filled in its entiretymiy be allocated among participating accounts on
a pro rata basis. However, if the partial fildistermined to be inappropriate for an account such
that the number of shares for a particular accaumtid be too few to warrant the investment (or
result in partial shares), then the shares willoeallocated to that account.

We will not aggregate orders for a client havingjracted brokerage relationship with a
client who does not have a directed brokerageioalstiip with the same broker-dealer. A
consequence of not aggregating you order with ashars for the same securities is that you
may not obtain as good a price or as low a coatsaparate transaction as clients whose orders
have been aggregated.

We have the responsibility to effect orders cotyegromptly and in the best interests of
our clients. In the event any error occurs in lthedling of any client transactions, due to our
actions or inaction, our policy is to seek to idigreind correct any errors as promptly as possible
without disadvantaging the client or benefitingimsany way. If the error is our responsibility,
any client transaction will be corrected and wel Wwé responsible for any client loss resulting
from an inaccurate or erroneous order. If a gaguits from the trade error, we retain the gain in
our trade error account.

Termination

Our agreement with you continues until one of ushieates the agreement by providing
the other party with thirty (30) days written naicWe prorate our fees through the date of
termination and we charge or refund you any outbtenbalance, as appropriate, in a timely
manner.

We do not charge yany performance-based fees, which are fees basadloare of
capital gains on or capital appreciation of yolgess.

Methods of Analysis, Investment Strategies and Risé&f Loss

Method of Analysis

We primarily utilize technical analysis to evaluatiential investments. Unlike funda-
mental analysis, technical analysis does not aedlyg company’s value, but instead analyzes
the stock’s price movement in the market. Charisng form of technical analysis in which the
various technical factors are diagrammed in ordeliustrate patterns. Technical analysis
studies the supply and demand in the market irttamat to determine what direction, or trend,
will continue in the future. However, there argkd involved with this method, including the
risk that the trends will change unpredictably, ethis why we use a combination of methods
and obtain information from a variety of sources.

We also employ fundamental analysis as supportidgsapplemental data in evaluating
potential investments. Fundamental analysis échrtique that attempts to determine a
security’s value by focusing on the economic welidg of a financial entity as opposed to only
its price movements. When conducting fundamemalyais, we may review various
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documents, annual reports, SEC filings, and compaess releases for factors including, but not
limited to, whether the company’s revenue is grayihthe company is profitable, if the com-
pany is in a strong enough position to beat itsyetitors in the future, and if the company is
able to repay its debts. Because it can take@tiame for a company's value to be reflected in
the market, the risk associated with this methoanailysis is that a gain is not realized until the
stock's market price rises to the company’s trueeva

We obtain information from a number of sourceshljmiblic and by purchase, including
financial newspapers and magazines, inspectionsrpbrate activities, research materials
prepared by third-parties, timing services, corporating services, annual reports, prospectuses
and filings with the SEC, company press releasasjrsformation from a client’s Independent
Manager (when applicable). We believe these regsuor information are reliable and
regularly depend on these resources for makingnvesstment decisions; however, we are not
responsible for the accuracy or completeness sfitiiormation.

I nvestment Strategies

We use a variety of investment strategies depenalingpur circumstances and needs.
We may recommend implementing one or more of tHevitng investment strategies: long-
term purchases (held at least a year), short temchpses (held less than a year), trading (held
less than thirty (30) days), margin transactions¢pase of a security on credit extended by a
securities company), and option writing (sellingagation).

We may recommend implementing these strategieg ssatks, bonds, mutual funds
(held directly or held within variable annuitieslibe insurance products), exchange traded
funds, municipal securities, options contractsfess contracts and other types of investments.
We often recommend mutual funds of different kitmlpromote portfolio diversification within
various asset classes, such as industry sectorgeddia/international, or equities/bonds. We
may recommend periodic purchases, sales, and exetafh those mutual fund shares within
mutual fund families and between different mutwesdd families when there are changes in your
financial needs, market conditions, or economicettgyments.

Types of I nvestments and Risk of Loss

Also, we primarily recommend “no-
load” mutual funds, which do not have a commissipsales charge because the shares are
distributed directly by the investment companyteasl of going through a secondary party.
Generally speaking, most mutual funds may be pweghairectly, without using our services
and without incurring our advisory fees.

Variable Annuities

Variable annuities are highly complex financial guots offered by insurance companies.
Investment in a variable annuity contract is suidjedoth general market risk and the insurance
company’s credit risk. These and other risks aszdbed in the variable annuities’ pro-
spectuses.

Also, when we are purchasing or selling or consigefor purchase or sale any security
on behalf of a client that is not part of an aggted order, an access person cannot purchase or
sell that same security before we complete purcbasatil a decision has been made not to
purchase or sell such security for our clientsesehrequirements are not applicable to: (i) direct
obligations of the Government of the United Stafgsmoney market instruments, bankers’
acceptances, bank certificates of deposit, comiagraper, repurchase agreements and other
high quality short-term debt instruments, includiegurchase agreements; (iii) shares issued by
mutual funds or money market funds; and (iv) sha®sed by unit investment trusts that are
invested exclusively in one or more mutual funds.
