What fees will | pay?

Our advisory fee is 0.2375% per quarter (0.95% annually) for all accounts other than the fixed-income
option, which is 0.10% per quarter (0.40% annually). All fees are billed in arrears at the end of each quarter
using the account value on your quarter-ending statement. Should we be asked to perform services that
are not included in the advisory fee, costs will be administered at a rate of $550 per hour. Estate Plans,
which involve outside legal counsel, are not included in the advisory fee, and will be billed in accordance
with the scope of work being completed. Other fees could include costs associated with the purchase and
sale of securities, custodian fees, or other account expenses. The most common fees outside of advisory
fees are internal investment advisory fees associated with an exchange-traded fund or mutual fund, as
detailed in the fund’s prospectus. You shall be responsible for these additional expenses.

You will pay fees and costs whether you make or lose money on your investments.
Fees and costs will reduce any amount of money you make on your investments
over time. Please make sure you understand what fees and costs you are paying.

What are your legal obligations to me when acting as my investment adviser? How
else does your firm make money and what conflicts of interest do you have?

When we act as your investment adviser, we must act in your best interest
and not put our interest ahead of yours. At the same time, the way we make money

‘ creates some conflicts with your interests. You should understand and ask us about
these conflicts because they can affect the investment advice that we provide you.
Here are some examples to help you understand what this means.

o When utilizing asset-based fees, the higher the value of assets in your advisory account, the more
you will pay in fees, and the firm may therefore be hesitant to recommend withdrawals from your
account, in that it would decrease the balance of the account on which fees are based.

o Woe maintain conflicts of interest with affiliated professionals; however, these conflicts of interest
can be mitigated, as you are free to compare relationships with competing entities.
