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ITEM 1. INTRODUCTION 

Bayshore Capital Advisors, LLC (“Bayshore”) is registered with the Securities and Exchange Commission (SEC) as an investment 
adviser. Brokerage and investment advisory services and fees differ, and it is important for you to understand the differences.

We offer investment advisory services to families, pooled vehicles and other clients. Our stated minimum account size is $20 
million but is subject to exception at our discretion. Bayshore manages accounts that invest in a broad selection of products. We 
do not restrict our advice to a limited menu or to proprietary products. Our services primarily include portfolio management and 
selection of other managers. We also provide some financial planning services such as insurance review and review of estate 
planning services from unaffiliated parties. 

For  discretionary accounts, we have the authority to determine, without obtaining your consent, the securities to be bought or 
sold and the amount of securities to be bought or sold in your account. In all cases, however, such discretion is exercised 
consistently with the stated investment objectives in your investment advisory agreement with Bayshore. 

For non-discretionary accounts, you make the ultimate decision regarding the purchase or sale of investments. However, 
Bayshore will still make recommendations that we believe are consistent with your stated investment objectives and guidelines. 

Accounts are monitored on an ongoing basis and we review accounts with clients at least annually. For additional information, 
please refer to our Form ADV, Part 2A brochure (Items 4 and 7) available here.

What fees will I pay?  

Bayshore charges an asset-based management fee for our advisory services. Performance-based fees are also available to 
qualified clients.  Fees are negotiated with each client depending on the size and complexity of the account. Fees are generally 
payable quarterly in arrears and are generally deducted directly from your account.   

When it comes to asset-based advisory fees, the more assets there are in your advisory account, the more you will pay in total 
fees. As a result, we may have an incentive to encourage you to increase the assets in your account. 

In addition to our fees, you may incur other costs such as brokerage commissions, transaction fees, custodian fees, independent 
investment manager fees, mutual fund fees and other related costs and expenses. You will pay fees and costs whether you 
make or lose money on your investments. Fees and costs will reduce any amount of money you make on your investments over 
time.
