What investment services and advice can you provide me? Our firm primarily offers the following investment advisory services to
retail clients: investment management services (we review your portfolio, investment strategy and investments, and investment
management services includes financial planning); project-based financial planning (we assess your financial situation and provide
advice to meet your goals); solicitor/selection of other advisers (we select a third party adviser for you to use). As part of our
standard services, we typically monitor client accounts on a monthly basis. Our firm has discretionary management without any
material limitations. We limit the types of investments that are recommended since not every type of investment vehicle is needed
to create an appropriate portfolio. WCFA’s investment minimum is $500,000, which may be waived at our discretion. Please
also see our Form ADV Part 2A (“Brochure”), specifically Items 4 & 7.

ITEM 3: FEES, COSTS, CONFLICTS, AND STANDARD OF CONDUCT

Questions to ask us: Help me understand how these fees and costs might affect my investments. If | give you $10,000 to
invest, how much will go to fees and costs, and how much will be invested for me? What are your legal obligations to me
when acting as my investment adviser? How else does your firm make money and what conflicts of interest do you have?
How might your conflicts of interest affect me, and how will you address them?

What fees will | pay? Our fees vary depending on the services you receive. Additionally, the amount of assets in your account
affects our advisory fee; the more assets you have in your advisory account, the more you will pay us and thus we have an
incentive to increase those assets in order to increase our fee. Our fixed fee arrangements are based on the amount of work we
expect to perform for you, so material changes in that amount of work will affect the advisory fee we quote you. We also may
charge a fixed fee for project-based financial planning services.
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Investment management services fees are typically charged monthly in arrears, while project-based financial planning fees are
typically charged a portion upfront, and the remainder in arrears. There may be a few clients with fee arrangements that differ
from the typical fees such as fees paid quarterly in arrears or a flat management fee. You pay our fees even if you do not have
any transactions and the advisory fee paid to us generally does not vary based on the type of investments selected. Please also
see Items 4, 5, 6, 7 & 8 of our Brochure.

Third Party Costs: Some investments (e.g., mutual funds, variable annuities, etc.) impose additional fees (e.g., transactional
fees and product-level fees) that reduce the value of your investment over time. You will also pay fees to a custodian that will
hold your assets. Additionally, you will typically pay transaction fees when we buy and sell an investment for your account. You
will pay fees and costs whether you make or lose money on your investments. Fees and costs will reduce any amount of money
you make on your investments over time. Please make sure you understand what fees and costs you are paying. Please also see
our Brochure for additional details.

Conflicts of Interest: When we act as your investment adviser, we have to act in your best interest and not put our interest ahead
of yours. At the same time, the way we make money creates some conflicts with your interests. You should understand and ask
us about these conflicts because they can affect the investment advice we provide you. Here are some examples to help you
understand what this means.

How do your financial professionals make money? Primarily, we and our financial professionals benefit from the advisory
services we provide to you because of the advisory fees we receive from you. This compensation may vary based on different
factors, such as those listed above in this Item.
