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ORDER DISMISSING PROCEEDING  
 
 On August 13, 2019, we instituted an administrative proceeding against Barry Liss, 

pursuant to Section 15(b) of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, based on allegations that Liss   
had been permanently enjoined from violations of Sections 5(a) and 5(c) of the Securities Act of 
1933 and Exchange Act Section 15(a) for misconduct that occurred while he was associated with 
a broker-dealer.1  On July 27, 2021, the Division filed a Notice of Respondent’s Death stating 

that it had learned of Liss’s death and requesting that the proceeding be discontinued as a result.  
Under the circumstances, it is appropriate to grant the Division’s request.   

Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED that the administrative proceeding against Barry Liss be 
dismissed.
