The Claims Review Staff (“CRS”) issued a Preliminary Determination
recommending that Claimant Redacted (“Claimant”) receive a whistleblower
award in the amount of percent (*** %) of the monetary sanctions collected, or to be
collected, in the above-referenced Covered Action (“Covered Action”), which will
presently result in an award of over $700,000. "

The recommendation of the CRS is adopted. The record demonstrates that
Claimant voluntarily provided original information to the Commission and that this
original information led to the successful enforcement of the Covered Action.?
