When providing portfolio management services, we not only make investment decisions but also implement 
these decisions and provide ongoing investment monitoring and reporting.   We do not sell proprietary 
investment products or limit clients to certain types of investments.  Portfolio management services are tailored 
to your individual needs and you may impose restrictions related to level of discretion granted, the types of 
investment used, etc.  We generally require a minimum household size of $1,000,000 but reserve the right to 
accept or decline any engagement.   
 
When providing financial planning services, we provide advice and assistance in areas such as retirement 
income,  retirement planning, estate planning, risk management, tax planning, etc.  You however decide 
whether to implement any financial planning recommendations.  Financial planning engagements can be 
ongoing or project oriented and may include a written plan. Frequently our clients participate in the AIM 
Retirement SystemTM, a three-step complex planning system which is continuously updated and monitored into 
and during retirement.

What fees will I pay?  
 
When providing portfolio management services, we charge an ongoing asset based fee.  Asset based fees 
give an advisor an incentive to increase the assets in a client account since the more an investor has in an 
account, the more the investor will pay in fees.   Our fee is calculated and deducted directly from your account 
quarterly in advance and may be adjusted for certain cash flows.  Our fee is separate from all brokerage 
charges (if any) and any other custodial fees or expenses, mutual fund or ETF expenses, taxes, or other fees 
charged by outside parties.    
 
Related to financial planning services, prospective clients are initially quoted a AIM Retirement SystemTM fee in 
advance of any work completed.  Payment for services performed are due upon completion of the planning 
process.  This fee is waived for prospective clients who engage us for portfolio management services. Our 
financial planning fees are separate from any fees or expenses assessed by outside parties. 
 
You will pay fees and costs whether you make or lose money on your investments. Fees and costs will reduce 
any amount of money you make on your investments over time. Please make sure you understand what fees 
and costs you are paying.
