We will implement an investment strategy that the client believes is suitable to their financial circumstances, the investment objectives and risk tolerance for the assets to be placed in the Managed Program. In assisting clients, we may use analytical software to translate information concerning a client's financial information and investment objectives into suggested investment strategies and to prepare client proposals.
 
In the Managed Program, the client gives CCMI discretionary authority to invest the client account assets in accordance with the client's chosen strategy without first seeking client consent to such trades. A client may choose a different strategy at any time by notifying CCMI in writing.
 
Fees per account typically range from .75% to 1.5% per year as set forth on the following schedule of standard fees. We do have a minimum fee of $500 per year. This minimum may be waived in certain circumstances. This Fee Schedule is subject to modification under certain circumstances.

The minimum account size is $50,000 but this can be negotiated under certain circumstances. Fees for the first quarter are payable on the date the account is opened based on the market value of the client's account on that date, prorated for the number of days remaining in the first quarter. Subsequent quarterly fees are payable in advance based on the market value of the last business day of the prior quarter. In computing market value, all assets are valued at the last reported price on the valuation date.  Client authorizes CCMI to debit the client's account to pay the quarterly fees.  Client receives an invoice marked “Do Not Pay” which serves as a notice that their account has been invoiced.  The invoice is forwarded to the custodian for processing.
 
A client may terminate their participation in the Program at any time upon giving a 30 day notice to CCMI.  Upon termination, CCMI will refund any prepaid fees prorated from the date of receipt of the notice through the end of the quarter for which fees were prepaid. Assets if invested in Fund shares are subject to other fees and expenses, described in the Fund's prospectuses. These fees and expenses are paid by those funds but ultimately are borne by the client as a shareholder. These expenses include investment advisory, administration, distribution, transfer agent, custodial, legal, audit and other customary expenses related to investments in mutual funds.
 
Performance Measurement and Monitoring: Quarterly performance reports will be provided to the client by mail, e-mail or by personal meeting. The reports serve as an easy to read account summary highlighting asset allocation, cumulative performance returns, cost basis and positions held in the account.

As a part of our business, CCMI provides a broad range of securities brokerage products and services to customers. In addition, CCMI may offer annuity, life insurance and other insurance products. Sheila Collins is a representative of Invest Financial Corporation a registered Broker Dealer.  She is an OSJ (Office of Supervisory Jurisdiction) and supervises other representatives.  We offer commissioned based products in stocks, bonds, options mutual funds and other investment vehicles.
 
 
Our Broker Dealer is INVEST Financial Corporation, Inc. located in Tampa, Florida. National Financial Services serves as the custodian for all our current clients.
 
INVEST Financial, our Broker Dealer, compensates representatives on a commission basis on all client retail business.
 
CCMI provides investment advisory and financial planning services. Investment Advisory accounts have a minimum account size of $50,000 which may be waived. Financial Planning services are provided for a flat fee from $250 to $1500 depending on the work involved or hourly at an average of $150 per hour.  Record Keeping accounts have a minimum size of $50,000 which may be waived.
 
 
For Investment Advisory Fee Based Accounts, clients will sign an agreement to provide written discretionary authority to the firm to select and execute transactions on their behalf. Customer accounts will in most cases be held in custody at National Financial Services and the Broker Dealer will be Invest Financial Corporation. The client shall grant the Firm sole discretion to purchase, sell, exchange, convert and otherwise trade securities and other investments in the client's account. All miscellaneous fees or charges are disclosed to the client. The trading authorization shall remain in effect until terminated by the client or the firm.  If there is a Solicitor,it is fully disclosed to the client within the Investment Advisory Agreement.  The fee schedule is not increased due to the solicitor's agreement.
 
CCMI pays a Solicitor fee from the compensation that CCMI receives on any solicited and contracted investment advisory client. The solicitor's fee is a result of the solicitors efforts in referring client accounts to CCMI for investment services.  Solicitor's responsibilities are outlined in a separate Solicitor's Agreement.  Solicitor is fully disclosed to the client within the Investment Advisory Agreement.  The fee schedule is not increased due to the solicitor's agreement.

The CFP® certification is a voluntary certification; no federal or state law or regulation requires financial planners to hold CFP® certification. It is recognized in the United States and a number of other countries for its (1) high standard of professional education; (2) stringent code of conduct and standards of practice; and (3) ethical requirements that govern professional engagements with clients. Currently, more than 62,000 individuals have obtained CFP® certification in the United States. 
To attain the right to use the CFP® marks, an individual must satisfactorily fulfill the following requirements: 
·     Education  - Complete an advanced college-level course of study addressing the financial planning subject areas that CFP Board's studies have determined as necessary for the competent and professional delivery of financial planning services, and attain a Bachelor's Degree from a regionally accredited United States college or university (or its equivalent from a foreign university).
