Management Fee:  Pursuant to an investment advisory contract signed by each client, the client will pay EFA a quarterly Management Fee, payable in arrears, based on the amount of the assets to be managed by the advisor as of the opening of business on the first business day of each quarter.  Management Fees shall be negotiated by the advisor, at the sole discretion of the advisor.
 
Hourly Fees:  Some clients will contract to have investment advisory advice provided based on an hourly fee rather than based on the assets under management.  This fee will be negotiated in advance.
 
Fixed Fees:  Some clients will contract to have investment advisory advice provided based on a fixed fee rather than by an hourly fee or a fee based on their assets under management.  This fee will be negotiated in advance.
 
Accounts are billed quarterly, in advance or arrears, on a pro rata basis.  Payment is due within 30 days.
 
All fees paid to EFA for investment advisory services are separate and distinct from the fees and expenses charged by mutual funds to their shareholders.  These fees and expenses are described in each fund's prospectus.  These fees will generally include a management fee, other fund expenses, and a possible distribution fee.  If the fund also imposes sales charges, a client may pay an initial or deferred sales charge.  A client could invest in a mutual fund directly, without the services of EFA.  In that case, the client would not receive the services provided by EFA which are designed, among other things, to assist the client in determining which mutual fund or funds are most appropriate to each client's financial condition and objectives.
