The CFP® certification is a voluntary certification; no federal or state law or regulation requires
financial planners to hold CFP® certification. It is recognized in the United States and a number of
other countries for its high standard of professional education, stringent code of conduct and
standards of practice and ethical requirements that govern professional engagements with clients.
To attain the right to use the CFP® marks, an individual must satisfactorily fulfill the following
requirements: Complete an advanced college-level course of study addressing the financial
planning subject areas that CFP Board’s studies have determined as necessary for the competent
and professional delivery of financial planning services, and attain a Bachelor’s Degree from a
regionally accredited United States college or university (or its equivalent from a foreign university,
pass the comprehensive CFP® Certification Examination, Complete at least three years of full-time
financial planning-related experience and agree to be bound by CFP Board’s Standards of
Professional Conduct.

The Standards
prominently require that CFP® professionals provide financial planning services at a fiduciary
standard of care. This means CFP® professionals must provide financial planning services in the
best interests of their clients.

Individuals who hold the APMA® designation have completed a course of study encompassing client
assessment and suitability, risk/return, investment objectives, bond and equity portfolios, modern
portfolio theory and investor psychology. Students have hands-on practice in analyzing investment
policy statements, building portfolios, and making asset allocation decisions including sell, hold,
and buy decisions within a client’s portfolio.. Additionally, individuals must pass an end-of-course
examination that tests their ability to synthesize complex concepts and apply theoretical concepts
to real-life situations.
