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Item 2: Material Changes

The material changes in this brochure from the last annual updating amendment of HD Wealth
Strategies, LLC on 03/26/2020 are described below. Material changes relate to HD Wealth Strategies,
LLC policies, practices or conflicts of interests only.

HD Wealth Strategies, LLC is applying for registration with the securities and exchange commission.
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Item 4: Services Fees and Compensation

HD Wealth Strategies, LLC (hereinafter “HDWS”) offers the following services to advisory
clients:

A. Description of Services

HDWS participates in and sponsors a wrap fee program, which allows HDWS to manage
client accounts for a single fee that includes both portfolio management services and
brokerage costs. The fee schedule is set forth below:

Total Assets Under Management Quarterly Fee Annual Fee
$500,000 - $1,000,000 0.375% 1.50%
$1,000,001 - $2,500,000 0-313% 1.25%
$2,500,000 - $4,000,000 280 1.00%
$4,000,000 - $6,000,000 UG 0.85%
Over $6,000,000 Sl 0.65%

These fees are negotiable depending upon the needs of the client and complexity of the
situation and the final fee schedule is attached as Exhibit II of the client contract.

The advisory fee is calculated using the value of the assets on the last business day of the
prior billing period, taking into account the previous quarter's deposits and withdrawals
Fees are paid quarterly in advance. Refunds are given on a prorated basis, based on the
number of days remaining in the billing period on the effective date of termination. The
fee refunded will be the balance of the fees collected in advance minus the daily rate*
times the number of days in the billing period up to and including the effective date of
termination. (*The daily rate is calculated by dividing the annual fee by 360).

Clients may terminate the contract without penalty, for full refund, within five business
days of signing the contract. Thereafter, clients may terminate the contract immediately
upon written notice.

Advisory fees are withdrawn directly from the client’s accounts with client written
authorization. For fees deducted directly from client accounts, in states that require it,
HDWS will:
(A) Possess written authorization from the client to deduct advisory fees from an
account held by a qualified custodian.

(B) Utilize a custodian that sends at least quarterly statements reflecting all
additions and deductions, including the amount of advisory fees.



(©) Send the client a written invoice upon fee deduction summarizing the fee and
the amount of assets under management on which the fee was based.

B. Contribution Cost Factors

The program may cost the client more or less than purchasing such services separately.
There are several factors that bear upon the relative cost of the program, including the
trading activity in the client’s account, the adviser’s ability to aggregate trades, and the
cost of the services if provided separately (which in turn depends on the prices and
specific services offered by different providers).

C. Additional Fees

Clients who participate in the wrap fee program will not have to pay for transaction or
trading fees. However, clients are still responsible for all other account fees, such as,
transition fees if the account is moved to another broker, or internal investment expenses.

D. Compensation of Client Participation

Neither HDWS, nor any representatives of HDWS receive any additional compensation
beyond advisory fees for the participation of clients in the wrap fee program. However,
compensation received may be more than what would have been received if client paid a
different advisor separately for investment advice, brokerage, and other services.
Therefore, HDWS may have a financial incentive to recommend the wrap fee program to
clients.

Item 5: Account Requirements and Types of Clients

HDWS generally provides its wrap fee program services to the following types of clients:

There is an account minimum of $500,000, which may be waived by HDWS in its discretion.

Item 6: Portfolio Manager Selection and Evaluation

A. Selecting/Reviewing Portfolio Managers

HDWS will not select any outside portfolio managers for management of this wrap fee
program. HDWS will be the sole portfolio manager for this wrap fee program.



Standards Used to Calculate Portfolio Manager Performance

HDWS will use industry standards to calculate portfolio manager performance.

Review of Performance Information

HDWS reviews the performance information to determine and verify its accuracy and
compliance with presentation standards. The performance information is reviewed
periodically and is reviewed by HDWS.

B. Related Persons

HDWS and its personnel serve as the portfolio managers for all wrap fee program
accounts. This is a conflict of interest in that no outside adviser assesses HDWS's
management of the wrap fee program. However, HDWS addresses this conflict by acting
in its clients” best interest consistent with its fiduciary duty as sponsor and portfolio
manager of the wrap fee program.

C. Advisory Business

HDWS offers portfolio management services to its wrap fee program participants as
discussed in Section 4 above.

Wrap Fee Portfolio Management

HDWS offers ongoing portfolio management services based on the individual goals,
objectives, time horizon, and risk tolerance of each client. HDWS creates an Investment
Policy Statement for each client, which outlines the client’s current financial situation and
then constructs a plan (the Investment Policy Statement) to aid in the selection of a
portfolio that matches each client’s specific situation. Portfolio management includes, but
is not limited to, the following;:

. Determine Investment strategy
. Personal investment policy

. Asset allocation

. Asset selection

. Assessment of risk tolerance

. Regular portfolio monitoring

HDWS evaluates the current investments of each client with respect to their risk tolerance
levels and time horizon. HDWS will request discretionary authority from clients in order
to select securities and execute transactions without permission from the client prior to
each transaction; however, it may also provide non-discretionary portfolio management
at the client’s election. Risk tolerance levels are documented in the Investment Policy
Statement, which is given to each client.



Portfolio management accounts participating in the wrap fee program will not have to
pay for transaction or trading fees. HDWS will charge clients one fee and pay transaction
fees using the advisory fee collected from the client. Certain other fees are not included in
the wrap fee and are paid for separately by the client. These include, but are not limited
to, charges imposed directly by a mutual fund or exchange traded fund, deferred sales
charges, odd-lot differentials, transfer taxes, wire transfer and electronic fund fees, and
other fees and taxes on brokerage accounts and securities transactions.

Accounts participating in the wrap fee program are not charged higher advisory fees
based on trading activity. To address this conflict of interest, HDWS has negotiated with
it’s custodian to pay an annual flat fee to cover trading costs, rather than pay per trade.
HDWS will always act in the best interest of its clients consistent with its fiduciary duty
as an investment adviser.

Performance-Based Fees and Side-By-Side Management

HDWS does not accept performance-based fees or other fees based on a share of capital
gains on or capital appreciation of the assets of a client.

Services Limited to Specific Types of Investments

HDWS generally limits its investment advice to mutual funds, fixed income securities,
equities, ETFs, unit investment trusts and structured products. HDWS may use other
securities as well to help diversify a portfolio when applicable.

Clients should also be aware that for accounts where LPL Financial serves as the custodian,
HDWS is limited to offering services and investment vehicles that are approved by LPL
Financial, and may be prohibited from offering services and investment vehicles that may
be available through other broker-dealers and custodians, some of which may be more

suitable for a client’s portfolio than the services and investment vehicles offered through
LPL Financial.

Client Tailored Services and Client Imposed Restrictions

HDWS will tailor a program for each individual client. This will include an interview
session to get to know the client’s specific needs and requirements as well as a plan that
will be executed by HDWS on behalf of the client.

Clients may impose restrictions in investing in certain securities or types of securities in
accordance with their values or beliefs, which restrictions will be documented in the
Investment Policy Statement. However, if the restrictions prevent HDWS from properly
servicing the client account, or if the restrictions would require HDWS to deviate from its
standard suite of services, HDWS reserves the right to end the relationship.



Wrap Fee Programs
HDWS sponsors and acts as portfolio manager for this wrap fee program. HDWS

manages the investments in the wrap fee program. The fees paid to the wrap account
program will be given to HDWS as a management fee.

Methods of Analysis and Investment Strategies

HDWS'’s methods of analysis include modern portfolio theory. Modern portfolio theory
is a theory of investment which attempts to maximize portfolio expected return for a given
amount of portfolio risk, or equivalently minimize risk for a given level of expected return,
by carefully choosing the proportions of various assets.

HDWS also uses long term trading. It may also recommend use of margin to generate cash
flow for clients, but not as part of its overall investment strategy.

Investing in securities involves a risk of loss that you, as a client, should be prepared
to bear.

Material Risks Involved

Modern portfolio theory assumes that investors are risk averse, meaning that given two
portfolios that offer the same expected return, investors will prefer the less risky one.
Thus, an investor will take on increased risk only if compensated by higher expected
returns. Conversely, an investor who wants higher expected returns must accept more
risk. The exact trade-off will be the same for all investors, but different investors will
evaluate the trade-off differently based on individual risk aversion characteristics. The
implication is that a rational investor will not invest in a portfolio if a second portfolio
exists with a more favorable risk-expected return profile —i.e., if for that level of risk an
alternative portfolio exists which has better expected returns.

Long term trading is designed to capture market rates of both return and risk. Frequent
trading, when done, can affect investment performance, particularly through increased
brokerage and other transaction costs and taxes.

(extremely unlikely); however, they carry a potential risk of losing share price value, albeit
rather minimal.

Exchange Traded Funds (ETFs): An ETF is an investment fund traded on stock exchanges,
similar to stocks.

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the services of any representative of HDWS in connection with such individual’s activities
outside of HDWS.

Selection of Other Advisors or Managers and How This Adviser is Compensated
for Those Selections

HDWS may utilize LPL Financial as third-party manager for smaller accounts. There is
an inherent conflict of interest in that HDWS has an incentive to direct clients to third-
party investment advisers that provide HDWS with a larger fee split. To mitigate this
conflict, HDWS will always act in the best interests of the client, including when
determining which third-party investment adviser to recommend to clients. HDWS will
verify that all recommended advisers are properly licensed, notice filed, or exempt in the
states where HDWS is recommending the adviser to clients.
