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ORDER 

The Securities and Exchange Commission (“Commission”) issued an Order Instituting 

Proceedings (“OIP”) on September 24, 2019, pursuant to Section 12(j) of the Securities 

Exchange Act of 1934, against respondents Seen on Screen TV, Inc., and The Pulse Network, 

Inc.1   

On December 11, 2020, the Commission issued an Order to Show Cause as to Seen on 

Screen.2  The order also noted that The Pulse Network had filed a Form 15 with the Commission 

on January 15, 2020.3  The order directed the Division of Enforcement to file an additional 

written submission about the status of this case with respect to The Pulse Network.4  To date, no 

such additional written submission has been filed. 

Accordingly, it is ORDERED that the Division file an additional written submission 

about the status of this case with respect to The Pulse Network by March 5, 2021. 

The parties’ attention is called to the Commission’s March 18, 2020 order regarding the
